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63. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

Members were invited to declare personal or prejudicial interests, including the nature and extent of such interests that they may have in any items to be considered at this meeting as follows: 

· Cllr Biggs wished it known that by virtue of his profession and development contacts he would remain in the meeting room and contribute to discussion on planning matters but not vote.  With regard to any discussions in relation to District Site Allocation RA3, RA4 and the adjacent Acorn Blue land he has requested that no questions or advice be sought from him by virtue of his professional involvement and advised that he wishes to be able to leave the room before any such matters are raised.

· Cllr Clark declared a persona and prejudicial interest in applications 1900/11/F, 1981/11/F and 2005/11/F.

· Cllrs Hatch  and King declared a personal and prejudicial interest in application 1905/11/F.

· Cllr King also expressed a personal interest in application 2119/11/F.

64. OPEN FORUM

Christopher Hosking a neighbour to the Port Tack, Herbert Road planning application read out a statement as attached.  

Cllr Wheeler arrived.

65. MINUTES

It was noted that Richard Hosking had submitted a revised version of what he felt he had stated in the meeting on 8th June 2011.  The Minutes of this meeting having already been signed as a true record were felt by Town Council to still stand but Mr Hosing's comments will be kept with the Minutes .  The Minutes of the meeting dated 27th July 2011 were approved by council and then duly signed by the Mayor as a true and correct record. 

66. PLANNING APPLICATIONS: 

Councillors duly considered the following applications and remitted their observations during August to the District as Planning Authority.  Any further comments raised by members of the public at this meeting were to be submitted accordingly but none were received:

· 1586/11/F WITHDRAWN Householder application for kitchen extension to west end of property and bedroom extension to east end of property 23 Beadon Drive, Salcombe TQ8 8NU

· 1631/11/F WITHDRAWN Householder application for remodeling of existing property to include balcony, extension and landscaping works Port Tack Herbert Road, Salcombe TQ8 8HP

· 1747/11/F Replacement dwelling Ditch End, East Portlemouth, Salcombe TQ8 8PU – Applicant Mr T. McCann – Town Council support this application. 

· 1895/11/F Resubmission of householder planning application reference 41/2138/10/F for proposed alterations and extension to dwelling 11 Rosemount Court, Salcombe TQ8 8QB – Applicant Mr and Mrs A. Steel.  No Objection but Town Council seek an Article 4 condition to be attached to prevent any subsequent owners converting the garage into living accommodation.

· 1900/11/F Creation additional access opening to the boundary wall Moult Moor, Moult Road, Salcombe TQ8 8LF – Applicant Mrs W Pearson – Objection.  Town Council suggest that by using stone from creation of the enlarged new driveway to block up the existing old unused driveway this would leave a single entrance.

Cllr Hatch left the meeting whilst the following application was considered.

· 1905/11/F Householder application for the erection of single storey extension and rear access stairs The Bach, Devon Road, Salcombe TQ8 8HQ – Applicant Mr I. Parfitt Objection.  This application is felt to be an overdevelopment and an inappropriate extension in a Conservation Area.  Such development would affect the street scene from Baptist Lane presenting an overbearing structure.  Town Council suggest that the extension lacks good design and thus is wholly unsuitable for a Conservation Area.

· 1915/11/F Demolition of existing dwelling and constructon of replacement dwelling The Cot, Island Street, TQ8 8DP – Applicant Mr and Mrs P. Taylor.  Objection.  It is noted that the window on the east side is overlooking.  Town Council seek assurance that the black beams below the balcony floor will be retained along with the slate on the bay window.  All windows and doors must be retained in wood and all roof-lights must be Conservation Area grade.  The existing eaves and drainage need to be replicated and it was questioned whether there is any bat access included?

· 1926/11/F Part demolition of existing building and change of use from general industry B2 use to live/work unit with C3 and B1 use The Bothy, Church Street, Salcombe TQ8 8DH – Applicant Mr and Mrs J. Gedye,  Objection.  Architecturally there were no concerns raised however Town Council is strongly opposed to even the partial loss of commercial premises within the Town.  In view of the request for a live/work unit Town Council would require a Devon Covenant on the property to ensure its continued use as such with a reversion to work unit rather than residential if such changes were sought in the future.

· 1927/11/CA Part demolition of existing building The Bothy, Church Street, Salcombe TQ8 8DH – Applicant Mr and Mrs J. Gedye – See 1926/11/F response above.

· 1981/11/F Householder application for alteration and extension 18 Westcotts, Main Road, Salcombe TQ8 8GA – Applicant Mr and Mrs Roberto – No objection.

Councillors considered the following applications and sent such observations to the District as Planning Authority:
Cllr Clark left the meeting whilst the following application was considered

· 2005/11/F  Amendments to planning approval 41/0393/11/F for replacement dwelling Stowers Hill, Malborough TQ7 3DN – Applicant Mr and Mrs K. Farquharson  - No objection.

· 2006/11/F Resubmission of householder application 41/1647/11/F for extensions to dwelling 15 Loring Road, Salcombe TQ8 8BL – Applicant Mr C. Ward – Objection to the proposals to the side extension as it is felt that such changes the style of the property.  Works have already been completed that bear no relation to the plans now submitted.  Such parking area proposed covers a greater area and it is not known if this creates more impermeable ground on site.

· 2011/11/F Erection of replacement dwelling with associated parking Old Vinery, Bennett Road, Salcombe TQ8 8JJ – Applicant Mr and Mrs S. Gotch – Objection in that the Watch Tower and elevated elements are above the roofline and are totally out of character thus changing the streetscene.

· 2046/11/F Householder application for extension to dwelling Fairway, Bonfire Hill, Salcombe TQ8 8EE – Applicant Mr W. Scantlebury – No objection.  Such window overlooking a neighbouring garden was felt to be set well back and did not thus overlook.

· 2064/11/F Householder application for creation of store, balcony extension and installation of balustrade railings The Yardarm, 45A Devon Road, Salcombe TQ8 8HE – Applicant Mr R. Mackness – Objection.  The main concern is with regard to the side terrace which could provide overlooking of neighbours through such windows.  The plans indicate balustrading that does not match existing neighbouring balustrading and it is felt that such should.

· 2092/11/F Resubmission of planning application reference 41/1631/11/F for internal and external alterations, extensions to dwelling Port Tack, Herbert Road, Salcombe TQ8 8HP – Applicant Mr M. Heath – Objection.  These plans seek to reduce the balcony area to the south elevation but town council believe this is not a sufficient reduction.  Although the property could benefit from balconies they should be positioned so as to not overlook nor impact on neighbours and should not allow greatly increased activity in these areas.  The proposed large terrace balcony on the south elevation is felt to be overly large.  The balcony off the playroom it is suggested should be a Juliette balcony with no ability to walk on or stand out on.  The least impact on neighbours would arise from the east elevation.

· 2103/11/F Erection of replacement dwelling Moult Lodge, North Sands, Cliff Road, Salcombe TQ8 8LD – Applicant Mr O. Webster-Smith – Support.  This proposal makes use of materials which are in keeping with the surroundings and the style supports other properties in the area.  Due to the nature and location of this property town council would like to see bat boxes or bat access allowed in roof areas.

· 2112/11/F Householder application for extension to North West elevation Mew Stone West, Allenhayes Road, Salcombe TQ8 8HU – Applicant Mr M. Nathenson – No objection.

· 2114/11/F Householder application for extension to dwelling The Orchard, Higher Batson, Salcombe, TQ8 8NF – Mr P. Stratton – No objection.

· 2119/11/LB Listed Building consent for installation of standard satellite dish 9 Clifton Place, Salcombe TQ8 8BX – Applicant Mr B. Withers – No objection.

PLANNING CORRESPONDENCE

· Copy letters dated August 2011 between residents and Dist. Cllr Coulson in relation to development at Littlecott development on Fortescue Road.

· Copy email and letter from two neighbours with regard to application 1905/11/F The Bach, Devon Road.

· Copy emails from neighbours with regard to application 1895/11/F 11 Rosemount Court, Salcombe.

Town Council were concerned that Alex Whish District landscape officer did not appear to be taking action on this along with other concerns raised.  On the development plans it was noted that there was always a flat entrance and this was pursued and officers said such flat entrance would go ahead because the footpath by town council allotments would have to be stepped.  Now it appears that a flat entrance has been created by the allotments so Town Council wish to see the footpath provided midway up Bonfire Hill, closed.  Cllr. Long will pursue this with Alex Whish along with planning grading issues and such concerns with regard to future wash out on to the town council allotments.

· Pre-application papers received from District and the property owner together with a letter of support from a neighbour in relation to the proposal for a replacement dwelling Brackenberry, Fortescue Road, Salcombe TQ8 8AP – The overall design and approach to this development is what town council likes to see e.g. by using slate and not an overly modern structure which fits into the locality.  However town council are usually concerned with regard to ridge height but this proposal does run with neighbouring properties and  does not overshadow.  A few suggestions were that town council would prefer to see rain water harvesting and more appropriate environmental conditions on site.  Due to its position adjacent to the Berry they would also like to see bat boxes and access points on the property.

· Letter dated 1st September 2011 from Harrison Sutton advising of application 2011/11 The Old Vinery which is now asking for a new build 

· Email dated 2nd September 2011 from Helen Smart Planning Enforcement advising that the enforcement case in relation to Summerhayes, Loring Road, Salcombe was being closed as all matters have been completed satisfactorily or such works agreed.

· Email dated 7th September 2011 from Elizabeth Wells Enforcement officer advising that the caravan has been removed from the field opposite Moult Hill Barn, Salcombe.

· Email dated 7th September 2011 from Elizabeth Wells Enforcement officer advising that the caravan within the timber building at Collaton Road had been removed and therefore she was closing the case.

TREE PRESERVATION ORDER: REFUSAL OF CONSENT

· 1372/11/TW TPO 829 (No. 58) Reg. No. 3170 Site Bonfire Hill North Residential Development Site, Bonfire Hill, Salcombe – Refusal to carry out various works to an Elm.

APPEAL DECISION

· 0029/11 Appeal Ref: APP/K1128/C/11/2151995 Land at Westgarth, Bonaventure Road, Salcombe, Devon TQ8 8BE – Decision to allow appeal A and quash the enforcement notice and grant planning permission and take no further action on Appeal B.  It was noted that there is a new 60 page consultation document out with regard to the planning process in this country.  Planners have been advised to follow such new guidelines even though the document is still out for consultation. 

67. CITIZEN OF THE YEAR

It was AGREED to defer a decision on this matter until 28th September 2011.

68. FUTURE OF STANDARDS

It was AGREED that no response be made at this time as it was felt that the District Consultation on the future implementation of Standards following the removal of the Code of Conduct was premature with the National Association of Locals Councils awaiting the House of Lords consideration of this matter in October 2011.

69. CIVIC DINNER

It was AGREED that due to current economic constraints and fewer people being able to afford such cost to attend functions no Civic Dinner would be held in 2011/2012.  It was however noted that Salcombe Town Councillors in recent years have paid for themselves to attend such Civic Dinner.  

70. REDFERN WOODS BOUNDARY

The land boundary was AGREED as set out by both parties for Redfern Woods and the perimeter of the Health Centre land in order that a physical post and wire fence may be erected by the Health Centre to allow maintenance division of the separate areas.

71. DIAMOND JUBILEE

It was AGREED to research the provision and cost for a beacon, fireworks and BBQ for the community in relation to the Queen’s Diamond Jubilee celebrations in 2012.

72. READING ROOM FURNITURE

It was AGREED to respond that the Town Council would consider a request for a grant to Cliff House Trust towards them refurbishing the chairs and large table in the library.  It was not necessarily known who owns the furniture in the Reading Room and it was not used all the time by Town Council.

73. EMERGENCY TOWING VESSELS

The correspondence and progress made by interested people and bodies through Members of Parliament to raise concerns with regard to the Government’s removal of the contract for such provision of vessels on 30th September 2011 were noted and it was AGREED that Town Council should ensure that all County and District members fight against this.  Also a letter should be sent to the Member of Parliament and Town Council should respond to the Minister concerned that such action is short sighted as what would happen to environment and economy of this town if a disaster happened and these vessels were not in operation.  It was noted that Plymouth is to house the refurbishment of nuclear submarines and thus this was further reason for the need.  The Mayor will raise this concern also at a meeting in Brixham in relation to proposed coast guard measures. 

74. DISTRICT MASTERPLANNING TEMPLATE

It was AGREED to respond to that Town Council concur with this living document template and request that District Forward Planners push implementation and adoption of this forward to District Councillors so that it becomes a supplementary document to the Local Development Framework.

Cllr Biggs left the meeting whilst the following matter was discussed

75. DISTRICT DECISIONS THAT AFFECT SALCOMBE TOWN

It was AGREED to write to District noting concerns with regard to decisions that have detrimentally affected Salcombe Town in order that a future solution for partnership and consultation be sought.

76. SOUTH HAMS MOTOR CLUB

It was AGREED that town council write to the motor club requesting they carry out local consultation in Sandhills Road and surrounding area highlighting such proposal for an on-street race route and storage/parking before Town Council can further consider their request to hold such event.

77. REPORTS FROM DISTRICT COUNCILLORS

The Mayor noted that he had been telephoned by Radio Devon with regard to an item about sewerage leaks in Salcombe and texts they had received that indicated Salcombe had nine leaks this year.  He had responded that it was a question of land use and impermeable surfaces.

It was then noted that subsequently Dist. Cllr. Coulson had investigated the sewerage spill within Salcombe and been advised by Dave Brogden at the Environment Agency that there had been an ongoing problem with the mains sewer being infiltrated with saline water as the pipe is located on the foreshore.  Saline water is damaging to the treatment works and a critical valve was placed at Sunnycliff Hotel which closes when the tide is in and opens when the tide is out.  The computer software that controls the valve was not set up properly meaning the valve stayed shut.  Further investigations by the Environment Agency are to take place.  It was felt that this was not a solution for Salcombe but a solution for South West Water and there needs to be a solution for the long term as the sewage system was designed to be used by a population of 2000 but was used by 15000 during the holiday period.  Malborough Sewage plant lorries are running in and out to take the excess out that the plant cannot deal with.

Tor Homes and District Council with regard to the implementation of the Bonfire Hill development were asked questions with regard to the flow of water and sewage and South West Water had said they could handle the increase and now there are another 13 houses to be connected to this system. 

78. MAYOR’S REPORT

The Salcombe Football Club have agreed with Nick Rowell that they will assist them to level the pitch up at the Berry.  With regard to the Swimming pool he was awaiting the return of quotes for the solar heating and noted that at  7p.m. on 10th September 2011 there was to be a pool party.

He had also had an email interchange with Cty Cllr Croad about Salcombe library opening hours.  The Mayor had requested numbers on a per house ratio and Cllr. Croad had explained that County had to act before winter to get their budgets in line but would attend a meeting and discuss the finer details.  

The List of Civic Lunch organisations to be invited were passed around councillors to oversee and change contacts etc.  It was noted that with regard to telephone boxes there had been three complaints about Onslow Road and it was felt that the state of such was a Health & Safety issue and town council should write to British Telecom.  The ones in Devon Road  and Baptist Church Lane were also to be included and a quote is to be sought for refurbishing.

Following the grant of £500 to playgroup to pump prime their fund raising they have now obtained a further £10,000 National Lottery grant.

A meeting with the Mayor, Town Clerk, Rob Harkness and Stuart Jellings had taken place and hopefully District will provide a further 200-300 hours of work to Salcombe.  Ross Kennerly and Rob Harkness are to be asked to attend and walk through the Berry area to agree what needs to be done and Cllr. Long will set this up.  

79. COUNCILLORS REPORTS

Cllr King – Need a footpath fingerpost sign at Splat Point as there is not one there and people do not realise it is a public path.  He went on to note that there had only been two cuts of the verges on Beadon this year and this is to be raised with Rob Harkness.  He needs to get the Snow Wardens together for a meeting to discuss action points.  Town Councillors then went through the project plan list and updated.   

Mr Hosking left the meeting.

Cllr Mrs Lidstone – Walking down Onslow Road on the pavement there are concrete posts with heavy wire running through but further down there is no wire and any child could fall through.  Clerk will approach County to see what can be done.  None of the benches around Salcombe have been maintained and the one in Whitestrand Car Park is broken.  

Cllr Clark – A bench out at South Sands that was destroyed by a wayward driver was noted and the kerb barrier has been replaced but there has been no bench replacement which should have been remedied through insurance.  The clerk is to investigate.  He noted that there had been complaints from visitors about the Park & Ride finishing too early.  People were saying it is quiet in town but the queue for those leaving the town at the Park & Ride starts at 4p.m.  Therefore there was the suggestion that this impelled visitors not to use the local trade.  The public toilet signage down Coleman's Butchers area is not adequate as there is none directing anyone to where facilities are.  Also driving around town he had noticed that there were one or two street name signs that have disappeared.  These will be collected and provided to the town clerk.  

Cllr Biggs – Weeds on pavements are everywhere especially up a path between Loring and Grenville Road where the tarmac stops.  Mayor advised County have said they are not weed spraying any more so Town Council have requested District for a quote for such cost.  So far it is believed it would be £835 to spray Salcombe each time and councillors will need to decide whether they wish to allow for this when they set next years budget.  North Sands Car Park is flooding more frequently and this was mentioned again.  Cllr Long noted that Dist Cllr. Coulson had noted District looked at some form of remedy and they were further looking at the outfall.  He noted that the Pool party was to take place and all councillors are invited to the BBQ and drinks but must bring their costumes.

Cllr Martins – Enquired if Town Council own the footpath from Island Street to Church Road and was advised no but he noted that the Church steps were dangerous.  The foliage comes from an adjacent garden and so a hedge cutting letter needs delivering.  The Boys School steps railing has parted from the wall (situated between Devon and Allenhayes Road) and needs repairing.  Railing at the bottom of Spioncott steps has gone and the vegetation is overgrowing.  The meeting with Steve Howrihane with regard to Cliff House wall was not as constructive as he would have wished as Steve Howrihane felt that the holes allowed water to drain out and was a lot better than other walls in South Hams.  During conversation he also asked about the Ferry Steps Steve Howrihane advised such was not to be done as too expensive.  As a Structural Engineer he inspects Salcombe every 6/8 weeks and Salcombe is fine at present.  

Following the seagull bags/waste meeting held at Cliff House Cllr Martins thanked the Clerk for the comprehensive notes.  He was disappointed that the information sheet being compiled by Helen Dobby had not been completed yet.  Helen Dobby was concerned about ensuring with other District departments that they had the correct wording.  The town had now settled down after Bank Holiday but there were still plenty of places leaving out unprotected bags.  He therefore drew up a press release to go into Gazette which was trimmed and diluted so that by the time it went into the Gazette it was a bit tepid.  The article was not accusing but politely giving real facts of who is responsible for waste but now a letter had been sent from a holiday home owner saying it was too difficult to deal with their waste.  He reiterated that the responsibility is with the owners of properties.  Trade waste is going onto roads in Salcombe that is then being cleared by District sweepers or TQ Recycling and the seagull sacks being left out are also litter.  He will approach the rental agencies again and ask them to send the information on to all the holiday home owners detailing where the responsibility lies as it is trade waste.  He enquired whether a letter could be put through front doors that states the legislation but it was felt that the combined District, Trade Waste Company, Holiday Companies and Town Council should be used. 

Three quotes have been received in relation to the Council building maintenance and this will be placed on the agenda for the next meeting.

Cllr Mrs Pickering –  At Allenhayes Road steps the boulders are falling and becoming dangerous.  The wall on the road also have problems as the capping is completely demolished.  A neighbour has put the name of their house and the words ‘private parking’ on an area of the Bonaventure track at the entrance to the tennis club.   The Clerk is to investigate whether this is permissible.  The floral boat display at the top of town needs replanting as it looks tired.  

Cllrs Mrs Clacy – Noted more benches were needed on the Berry.  

Cllr Long – Attended with Cllr Hatch and reviewed allotment hedges and advised town council needed quotes for works that are necessary and seek advice as to responsibility and cost.  

80. CLERK’S REPORT

· The issue of whether town councillors were aware of the Connect events and magazine was raised by Dist. Cllr Coulson by email and it was obvious that none had any notion of such provision or policy.

· Letter dated 9th August 2011 from the Chief Executive of Plymouth City Council advising of their wish to maintain relationship with other local authorities in the region but advising due to financial pressures that the Lord Mayoralty is having to focus its resources into support the community and therefore the Lord Mayor would no longer be able to accept invitations to civic dinners, civic services or other events that take place outside of the City.

· Kingsbridge Agenda 21 ‘A Carbon Reduction Action Plan for Kingsbridge’ was received and Salcombe Town Council was asked to consider the plan and respond – Cllr Long took to report back at a later date.

· Letter dated 28th August 2011 from holiday home owners expressing concern as to where to leave their rubbish and who replaces their seagull bag after collection.

· Various emails from a member of the public with regard to the boats on the grass at Batson the final of which advised that on 5th September 2011 there was still one boat left on the verge.

· Notification that the Devon Association of Local Councils AGM is to take place on Saturday 8th October 2011 together with documentation for such.

· Request received by Wales & West Utilities to use the Park and Ride as a compound during gas mains works in Salcombe.  Clarification is being sought of works they are to do.

· National Highways and Transport Survey being conducted by County received to identify where works are needed.

· Query by County on hedge alongside Hockey Ground, Herbert Road due to overgrown.  This belongs to Rugby Club and councillors advised it had been started.  

· A gardening group from UTA are going to Overbecks on 27th September and asked if they could use the park and ride for a dozen cars for free.  Subject to the request by Wales & West Utilities to use the area as a compound town council had no objection.

· Attended Bonfire Hill Cemetery and met with Adrian Mundy and discussed new cremation plot allocation and works that may be needed to ensure safety.  Mr Mundy has offered to act as sexton at the cemetery ensuring that plots are correctly positioned and keeping and eye on the layout and those using the area.

· Seagrass beds leaflets produced by the Estuaries Partnership for delivery from Harbour Hotel onwards down towards North Sands.  More can be provided if there are willing volunteers for the town Fore Street.  Cllr Long agreed to take these and deliver

81. REPORTS FROM COMMITTEES AND OTHER RELEVANT MEETINGS.

Cllr. Clark noted that he and the Town Clerk met with Adrian Mundy at Bonfire Hill cemetery Mr Mundy offered to be sexton.  Also it was advised that there are more plots that originally thought still vacant within the cemetery and therefore there was no need to extend into the Park & Ride at present.  When such works are done however it was suggested that a 5 bar maintenance gate be placed up the end nearest the road to allow access.  Quotes are to be obtained for the tarmac path at the far end and also in this area a section in the corner could be designated for a children’s section.  The Mayor wished Town Council to check to see whether the vicar is amenable to a sexton.  

Cllr Mrs Lidstone advised she had attended the Information Centre meeting as the only town council representative in attendance and had been quizzed about  the street traders situation.  The Information Centre also requested that Town Council consider TQ having bins up on the Park & Ride but this issue has already been discussed and decided upon by Town Council.  The Information Centre were also going approach Dist. Cllr Carter about attending their meeting as a representative for the Harbour Board.  Jean Binns has stepped down from being manager and Sharon has taken over as manager but Jean will remain at the office.
