Minutes of the Meeting of

held in the Library of Cliff House, Salcombe

 at 6.30 pm on Wednesday 9th November 2011  
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104. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

Members were invited to declare personal or prejudicial interests, including the nature and extent of such interests that they may have in any items to be considered at this meeting as follows: 

· Cllr Biggs wished it known that by virtue of his profession and development contacts he would leave the meeting until all planning matters are discussed.

105. OPEN FORUM

Tony from Wales & West Utilities was in attendance to advise on the closure of Fore Street during January 2012 in

order to carry out gas works. 

In Kingsbridge Wales & West Utilities were arranging a further meeting with shop keepers in that they could air views.  It was noted that most shops in Salcombe do not have gas and that it was mainly the flats above that were affected.  The short section of Fore Street along to Whitestrand will be kept passable to keep traffic flowing to and from the car park and they will also be keeping access only to Salcombe Hotel.  Councillors thanked Tony for responding to community wishes and carrying the works during January/February.  The works will be commecning from Cliff House side of Whitestrand car park so most access will be open.

At the town council Park and Ride an area has been agreed for a Wales & West Utilities cabin for storage and the area has been marked out for further surface works to the park and ride that will be carried out as a contribution towards the community.  He was asked to pass on details of any particular problems surrounding the shops or businesses and town council will liaise and assist.  It was felt this would not be much of an issue as it was mainly access to holiday homes.  The workers have been advised that if they can finish the works earlier then they receive a bonus so there is every incentive to cause minimal disruption.  Wales & West will speak to Devon County about providing two way access from the Kingsbridge end of Fore Street down to Cliff House in order that residents can gain access.

The Wales & West representative left the meeting.

Jon Elwell enquired why the Harbour Hotel had no section 106 contribution attached to it.  It was advised that hotel developments does not usually sit within such but in view of the additional units for rental the question would be raised with District.

Town Council then welcomed Jon and Simon Elwell in order that they could provide  their formal comments to the draft Master Plan proposed by Mr Elwell with respect to the allocated site RA3 Bonfire Cross, Salcombe.      Mr Elwell advised that he had completed a Master Plan on the remaining development parts covered under RA3 and submitted such to District with a copy sent to Town Council, subsequently forwarded to all councillors.  Plans affecting the undeveloped site by Mr Elwell had been in formation for 3 years and he had provided his suggestions as to what town council could perhaps do but by no means did he know or assume what town council wanted to do with their land which included the Park & Ride.  Such Master Plan had shown an access could be provided to the Park & Ride off Mr Elwell's site so there was possibility of benefit for better egress.  This does not restrict town council to using its Park & Ride land if it wishes to seek alternative uses for this land, say for affordable housing, employment space, extended cemetery as Mr Elwell felt such assumption was outside his remit.

An outline planning application was so advanced before the Master Plan need arose that Mr Elwell has now formally submitted such on their part of RA3 which includes affordable housing and employment land.  It will not be a departure site but they were told from the start by District they could submit and this application will run parallel to the Master Planning document.  Rural centres such as Modbury, Yealmpton  etc are required to do provide a development brief.  As theoretically half of RA3 is already constructed Mr Elwell noted that the cemetery is not going to change and therefore a development brief would only relate to his site and the Park & Ride area is a side issue.  Mr Elwell advised that he was content for town council to discuss his Master Plan proposals without him being in attendance.  Town council would shortly receive his planning application from District and he hoped they would find it a worthy document and outline application.  He had not specified the outline of buildings as he could not afford to build them so would allow whoever is going to build to negotiate such.  

Cllr. Biggs left the meeting.


The Mayor advised that personally he felt there were a lot of issues of concern within the Master Plan document in phraseology or fact.  As an overview firstly the Mayor noted that this site was not approved within the Site Allocation Development Plan Document until January 2011.  Before then town council were not concerned with outline planning as a lot of effort was involved in the Site Allocation DPD in changing South Hams' first proposal from the Croft Field site to Batson Cross.  When District changed from Croft Field to Batson Cross the forward planning officers attended and mapped the area at which time town council did not ask for the Park & Ride field to be included, it was a topographical option.  Therefore the Park & Ride/cemetery extension field now gives town council some problems.  The Mayor advised that town council were currently doing research on cemetery placement and future needs and had informally approached District on where it would be possible to relocate the Park & Ride, if anywhere.  He went on to state that he thought it was common practice that two landowners would have an equalisation agreement and asked Mr Elwell if he had heard of this.  This is when both parties bring a percentage of land to the overall plot and land is valued as a complete land package benefit.


Town council has two tasks here, one to maximise any value of land for the community and another to retain the community features.  At present the Master Plan affords Mr Elwell all the benefit and leaves town with the lesser Park & Ride and industrial value so he advised town council cannot recommend such proposal to the community.  He asked therefore would Mr Elwell consider an equalisation agreement with town council on the land value?  Mr Elwell noted this request and advised he would provide an answer another time after consideration.


From 2008 Mr Elwell stated he had engaged with town council but it was felt he had engaged in the land allocation aspect not planning.  Town council could not at that time consider such proposal prior to the inspector approving which land would eventually be allocated in the Site Allocation DPD.  Mr Elwell noted that any land owner is at liberty to put forward departure for exception sites with a reasonable amount of success and it was not unreasonable for the land owner to come and discuss such with the local town council.  However town council felt this was the formal DPD process which was applicable to District.  If an agreement for equalisation of land can be reached the Master Planning may then take place without variances between the landowners.  At present  town council could not see the Master Plan could be assumed to be the best solution for this community at this present time.  The Park & Ride is stated in the Master Plan as currently holding 90 cars whereas it held 172 maximum and town council believe this provision is too small on occasions such as firework night.  The Mayor stated that having sat on the other side of the table (abroad) with elected officials in terms of leases he felt there was no infrastructure to manage the viability of employment provision.  Mr Elwell the mayor noted was present at town council meetings when over 100 people attended with their strong views but as soon as the inspector approved the Batson Cross site Mr Elwell went off alone to do draft a Master Plan.


The current housing allocation is provision for 2016 – 2026 as Government understands it takes some time to provide such.  The outline planning application however has been resubmitted on Friday to be revalidated this coming week.  Simon Elwell noted that town council have previously said it is hard to comment without a planning application to consider.  Cllr Long agreed and stated town council will consider such outline planning the same as any other received.  At present they only have the Master Plan and some bits include licence taken on actions carried out  whether Mr Elwell or Mr Sandover and which he had some problems with and felt were aspirational but not fact.  As with the Park & Ride, reference to expanding the allotments these had not been talked about by town council.  Cllr Long advised he had never had in his mind that employment would be provided at Batson Cross as he felt it was more suited below on RA4.  He acknowledged this was the inspector and again was aspirational, but commercial properties in such an area need to be designed but town council cannot consider or address this as it is outline only.  Further there was difficulty with some of the wording in one section where the possibility of moving the Park & Ride to Mr Elwell's land is include but this has never been discussed and was perhaps a little disingenuous.  The evidence of collaboration used and discussion was in reality when the Site Allocation DPD was discussed.  There were a lot of comments before the Site Allocation DPD from the community but he felt these would be different if the community were to comment on the draft Master Plan.  


As a point of fact it was noted that the area of land for extension of the cemetery is not consecrated just merely designated for such use.


Some comments within the document regarding town council such as no formal response has been received and references as to the accurate reflection of the community's current aspiration were not felt to be wholly applicable and it was suggested that town council felt many in the community did not even realise employment provision has been made at Batson Cross.  There is also mention of a reduced Park & Ride with employment units sited on it and a community hall on the cemetery extension.  Town council have not supported this and there are elements there that the wider town has not seen nor reflects their current view.  Town council however did support the community and work to move the provision of a site to the top of the town which it felt would be better than Croft Road.  Even with firm planning some parts of this application might not be able to be delivered due to the economy or viability of elements which will not match what is in this document.  Mr Elwell asserted all is achievable and he really wanted to build commercial land in a style that it would be a land mark building and as long as such housing scheme is delivered the employment is an integral part of the scheme.  Cllr Long said he was sorry but he personally doubted this in his own heart.  Mr Elwell felt that District Reserved Matters would state that area for employment land and he personally felt a good windbreak such as sturdy employment units was needed for houses in this location.


On page 6 of the Master Plan it was noted there was more housing proposed down at Batson and town council had not agreed to that.  Mr Elwell noetd this was one section that is a specific site for a house for themselves for a single property next to Julian’s wood.  In compensation for them wishing to build there they are offering much greater access through the adjacent woodland and would install in perpetuity more footpaths.  Bitter experience by town council of past times when listening to somebody making promises at the outline stage which then becomes full and something different it proposed means they are therefore observant of the sensitivity of this site as the entrance to town.  A further question raised was that in the draft Master Plan there was an overflow car park a little further on which encroaches someone else's land and Mr Elwell was asked if he had discussions.  No, this just came from discussions during the Site Allocation DPD process.  As there are elements considered which are outside this remit the owner of the land could think that it is part of a discussion that has not been had.  Mr Elwell said this was not by passing other landowners but to illustrate it is there to decide where such could go.  Mr Elwell had he advised wanted to engage much earlier in June 2011 as had wanted discussion then.  He was advised that town council had needed time to digest the information and had previously started looking at this matter for other reasons with regard to space in cemetery and Park & Ride profitability as this is a must for this town.  The community also needs affordable housing and the mayor understood Mr Elwell's frustration on the speed of how bureaucracy works and he mentioned his goals for town council and suggested Mr Elwell and he did not differ much in frustration.  The speed Mr Elwell was employing though he felt was not helping the Master Plan and town council must have an equalisation agreement between parties otherwise as community representatives they would not be achieving best value for the community.  


Town council had appointed a commercial land adviser as they had a fiscal responsibility to the community.  Mr Elwell was asked whether from his community engagement there was any formal feedback but there was little.  Also it was questioned whether as before there were leaflets delivered to all the community, no.  With regard to a community centre on town council land it was asked by the Mayor that if with the school, church, rugby club and Cliff House did councillors think another community centre is needed?  This question should be put to the town in view of the cost of maintenance and who would use it etc.  It was felt the Master Plan is not feasible from its design or content and town council needed to review provision of the Park & Ride and cemetery which they are curerntly doing.  The Mayor advised that it may appear that nothing is happening but town council comprises of 12 volunteers who are doing their best and the timeline was extremely difficult to keep up with. 


Mr Elwell was advised whether in his outline application there is a percentage of affordable houses?  The town councillors have all taken Power of Wellbeing training and once this was enacted they could form a Community Land Trust and move towards chosen goals.  The provision of affordable housing meets the 55% criteria across the entire RA3 site and they proposed building 20 affordable houses  to include Ember Road.  On the Loddiswell site the town council Mr Elwell advised were delighted to have 11 affordable out of 70.  Simon Elwell said the RA3 DPD as ratified covers all in that boundary.   Mr Elwell had approaches from major house builders that think housing would be available in the short term but would be providing less than the aspirations of town council.  If brought forward by  5 years and this could open the gates for the next tranche of affordable.  With 20 rental and 4 open market it was asked if this was feasible to which Mr Elwell agreed it was viable.  It was noted that the  Government are desparate for housing to come forward sooner.  


Cllr Wheeler felt the terminology was wrong as he felt the Master Plan should be for the whole of Salcombe as RA4 needs to provide employment for the town.  This is only RA3 within the Master Plan and should have been a Design Document.  Mr Elwell asserted he wanted town council to have the Park & Ride to do with what they wanted.  Cllr. Wheeler felt the employment land was over 'egging it' on RA3.  Mr Elwell noted people had been approaching him that they are happy he was providing starter units the same as Hannafords Landing that was built anyway.


Town council felt they had worked well together with Mr Elwell when focusing on just the land allocation but now he was screaming ahead but town council have other matters to attend to within this.  Therefore Mr Elwell was asked if he wanted to come back and work with the town council giving up speed and putting some equality back into the scheme?  Under those terms town council would be content to open discussions..  The Mayor asked if any councillor disagreed with this statement?  Mr Elwell noted he was gifting an extra acre of land at the bottom of the site but was advised this does not count as the development lines are already drawn by the Government Inspector.  Mr Elwell has submitted an outline application and they are keen to move it forward.  Another offer by a housing developer earlier in the year would have meant an aggressive planning application being put in by now but Mr Elwell is trying to keep hold of this site until after agreeing the outline.  Mr Elwell therefore asked town council to consider what flexibilities can be considered to bring this matter forward as requested as part of the DPD process and allow town council to  have scope to voice opinion and a working model that can move forward would assist.  At present it takes 13 weeks for a major application and this is not a long time for town council to consider what they can achieve for the town.  Mr Elwell asked if town council wanted the design and access statement up front but it was felt no it was better to have the application all together.  

Town council will now respond formally in writing through District on the Master Plan and town council will want to take some of these aspects out to the community again.  

Jon and Simon Elwell left the meeting.

Pc. Mullen sent a report by email as follows which was read out.  We have seen an increase in building site thefts in the last month with many new developments and renovations being targeted for anything from building materials such as slate slabs etc to tools. We have also had reports of theft of lead from buildings in the town and attempted thefts of copper piping.

The police have stepped up patrols during the evenings and visits have been made to all developments to offer security advice and warn builders/developers that they are potential targets.  Also local people/workers are being asked to report any suspicious visits to sites and notify of anyone visiting ad hoc to ask if there is any scrap available to be removed.

Retail theft is also a concern with a high value theft having recently taken place in Fore Street, Salcombe. This is currently being investigated along with other matters by CID at Totnes who are making enquiries to locate the culprits. Advice is being offered to retail outlets by the local neighbourhood team.

The sailing fatality in the estuary on 23rd October is currently being investigated on behalf of the coroner and a report will be submitted to the coroner’s office in due course.

106. MINUTES

The Minutes of the meeting dated 26th October 2011 were approved by council and then duly signed by the Mayor as a true and correct record. 

107. PLANNING APPLICATIONS: 

Councillors considered the following applications and sent such observations to the District as Planning Authority:

· 2661/11/F Demolition of existing dwelling and erection of replacement dwelling including the creation of off road parking and associated landscape works Brackenberry, Fortescue Road, Salcombe TQ8 8AP – Applicant Mr B. Eighteen – No objection.  First floor balcony has indication to obscure glass to 1.2m  height but it is felt this should be in excess of 1.8m in order to stop overlooking into garden.  There are no details of how the balcony is to be constructed but would support unsupported glass without stainless steel.  It is suggestion that due to the position next to the Berry open space although there are no roosting bats town council would like to request that bat box provision be incorporated into the design.

· 2671/11/F Householder application for single storey extensions to property Cedar House, 13 Longfield Drive, Salcombe TQ8 8NT – Applicant Mrs V. Pearce – No objection.

· 2673/11/F Householder application for demolition of existing workshop and erection of garden room with store (Re-submission of application 41/2455/10/F) Lanapoule, Raleigh Road, Salcombe TQ8 8AY – Applicant Mr P. Wright. – Objection.  This appears generation of a detached non ancillary accommodation with connection to main services.   Town council question whether such connection with drainage is effectively creating a new dwelling in a garden which is no longer supported under policy and would be overdevelopment on a plot which already has two dwellings.

· 2682/11/F Householder application for proposed alterations and extension Waxwell, Bonaventure Road, Salcombe TQ8 8BG – Applicant Mr C. Williams – Objection.  The proposal in the roof section is for an extended flat roof dormer which it is believed would be unsightly and should be pitched as current and adjacent.  This could be larger but should not be flat roof which takes it across the whole width of roof.  Balconies and terrace would be acceptable in wood and glass but not stainless steel.

· 2689/11/DC Construction of two small extensions to the front elevation of Whitestrand Public Conveniences.  Each extension will provide a shower facility for use by visiting yachtsmen.  Public Conveniences, Whitestrand, Salcombe TQ8 8BU – Applicant Mr I. Gibson – Objection.  Town Council are extremely disappointed that this application is put in by District/Harbour who are aware of the fact that this site sits within the Conservation Area and yet they are intending to try and use a flat roofed extension.  Such should be pitched and use slate.  It is further noted that these elements are intended to be rendered to reflect the Harbour Office which will not be seen after such structure is built.  The fabric should therefore be dressed stone to match the existing toilet block and majority of the Harbour Office.  No information is provided about the current information board as to where it will be repositioned.  Within the document there is no evidence to support this planning application that town council believe would support the provision of this provision being adequate.  As such this is an inappropriate development for this area and the scheme lacks initiative of how to achieve anything for this site.  It is noted there is no overhang from the entrance doors and thus users enter straight off the car park into the shower. 

· 2691/11/F Householder application for proposed 2 storey extension at side of property consisting of, ground floor, utility area, shower room, lounge annexe, first floor, bedroom and ensuite Little Burh, Onslow Road, Salcombe TQ8 8AH – Applicant Mr P. Mann – No objection.

· TREE PRESERVATION ORDER: GRANT OF CONDITIONAL CONSENT

· 2417/11/TW Reg. No: 3202 Site Flat 2 Beadon Prior, Sandhills Road, Salcombe Consent to fell Monterey Cypress to ground level.

108. LUSCOMBE MAYE LAND AGENTS

It was again AGREED to defer consideration of the Terms of Engagement from Luscombe Maye pending Terms of Reference of a Project brief from those who met with Charles Wreford-Brown.

109. LETTER OF SUPPORT – SALCOMBE SWIMMING POOL


It was AGREED that Town Council write a letter to the Salcombe Swimming Pool Committee supporting the transfer from Devon County Council to the Pool Committee of land that the swimming pool currently sits upon. 

110. DECEMBER 2011 MEETING


It was AGREED Town Council will only meet once in December this year such meeting to be held on the normal meeting date of second Wednesday 14th December 2011 and therefore no meeting will be held on 28th December.

111. REPORTS FROM DISTRICT COUNCILLORS

None in attendance.

112. MAYOR’S REPORT

The Mayor advised of services on the 11th and 13th November.  On the 13th all will congregate at approximately 10.00 to 10.15a.m. on Whitestrand for the Remembrance Sunday Parade and service.  He went on to announce that Salcombe Football Club won 2-1 against Kingsbridge at Kingsbridge ground the past weekend and sent his congratulations to the team. 

113. COUNCILLORS REPORTS

Cllr King – Wished clarification on the ownership of the chairs around the town council meeting tables.  Points of view were offered and he was requested to obtain proof from Cliff House Trust as to ownership.  

Cllr. Mrs Lidstone – Noted there were as yet no new flowers planted in the display boat yet.  The clerk was requested to obtain a quote from the lady who provided flowers at the war memorial for the boat planter.

Cllr. Mrs Pickering – Enquired whether all councillors were made aware of the Ringmaster police notice advising about persons emptying meters in official dayglo jackets who were in fact stealing.  No other councillors were aware of this.   Overgrown hedges along Ackland into Allenhayes Road mean pedestrians cannot walk along the path as so overgrown.  She then enquired what happens about all the leaves on steps and was advised that the street sweepers are directed to clear these.   The Mayor will ask them to deal with Allenhayes to Devon Road and Ackland steps.

Cllr. Biggs –  A couple of weeks ago he mentioned water coming out of the pavement in Devon Road.  It is still pouring out.  The Clerk is to advise South West Water again.  However it was noted that someone must have attended as there was fresh tarmac on the hole!  Speaking to Pc Mullen he had mentioned concerns with the scaffolding on The Tower and this is to be passed on to Highways.  With regard to the Harbour Board notice in relation to their Plan he had been advised that they did not put a public consultation notice in the Gazette.  They had submitted an article that was not printed.  As this was a consultation it was asked should it not have been a paid notice and could town council insist they do it again?  The town Clerk is to enquire what the District is policy is on Consultation and such form of advertising/notice.

Cllr. Hatch – The fence at the top of Onslow opposite the bus stop has rotted out.  Town Council are unsure if this is their property of the adjacent house and those people are currently in Australia.  Cllr Wheeler is to seek clarification from the Land Registry.  It was however noted that this would require five posts plus fence at a cost of approximately £526.70.  

Cllr. Wheeler – Gave an update on Ember Road plans.  He had spoken to Collete, the designer, about the work she had done so far.  His aim was to ascertain what she expected for her expenses on drawings copying etc so far.  The Mayor responded it was only paper costs.  Her expenses and disbursements so far are £99.15.  A letter from Ross Kennerley back in May 2011 says such transfer of land will place responsibility on the town council to comply with the section 106.  As town council have not approached anybody else with regard to quoting for the work he had asked what would it take Collete to go through the entire process.  He also asked if town council needed to go to consultation on what play equipment is proposed in the landscaping already done.  It was agreed that such provision would ultimately need to be open to the community.  A breakdown of how much it would cost to get to the end of this process was £5460.00 but on the basis as what had been discussed so far Colette would not charge for the first part and had reduced her charges by 70% to just over £1000.  Following discussion with District town council should obtain quotes from two other landscape designers.  

Cllr Long –  With regard to trees on Whitestrand he had previously spoken to Simon Putt about getting these cut and would again seek his assurance such would be done.

114. CLERK’S REPORT

· Invitation from Ken Prowse to attend Salcombe History Society AGM and slide show at Salcombe Primary School December 8th 2011 at 7-7.30p.m.

· Received Heritage Lottery terms of grant which says that such property owner must be joined in the agreement.  This needs to be considered and if appropriate approved by town council before Salcombe History Society can proceed with their application.

· Rob Harkness advised that he had as a concession already done the streets highlighted by the Mayor for weed spraying and would not think it wise to do any further now as the weeds are dying and such would not take effect in time.  Suggested using this payment in February/March 2012.

· Malborough Parish Council have requested that Salcombe Town Council consider having a District bottle bank on their land as residents are extensively using the Malborough site rather than going down to the dinghy park in Salcombe and it is becoming a nuisance.  It was noted that the bottle bank in Salcombe was also overloaded and therefore this is a collection problem.  Town council are to speak to Malborough chairman but do not want a recycling bottle bin in the park & ride.

· District Statement of Community Involvement Consultation Draft received with regard to what consultation District intend to do when dealing with planning, comments requested by 16th December 2012.  Cllr Long took this document to overview.

· Adam Keay has advised that he had visited and seen the scaffolding at The Tower.  He advised a workman on site and forwarded such information to the owner/site foreman.  They were advised they needed lighting and barriers around the bottom as well as to temporarily replace the no entry sign where it could be seen. Also they were asked to try to remove the vertical pole from the road, which wasn't highlighted in their application.  Highways requested that a town councillor revisits and looks at the site and advise if this work ha not been carried out.

· Letter dated 2nd November 2011 from Sue Sharp Practice Manager at Redfern Health Centre thanking the Town Council for their time and assistance in reaching an agreement on the boundary of their land.  They are shortly erecting a post and wire fence.

· Notification has been received of the forthcoming Parish Cluster meeting to be held in Salcombe.  A further letter from Richard Sheard CEO requests feedback on the devolution of services table, the draft Job Description for a link officer and whether the Kingsbridge area would be interested in taking such up and an administrator for the cluster meetings.  It is also noted that Devon County are proposing to pay £1 per elector and District are considering supporting this fund.

· District Budget Consultation meeting is Monday 5th December 2011 at 5p.m. Follaton House, Totnes.

· Clerk advised that she had spoken with the agent for Mr Basham with regard to receiving the terms and measurements in relation to the Party Wall and that he is in the processing of putting such together and submitting.  The agent has been advised that an opaque option to divide the properties and screen the bins would be preferred.

· Fence at Beadon Cross on open space land that houses the boat planter is dangerous and rotten.  There are no ownership details as to who owns and maintains the fence and a Land Registry search is to be carried out.

· Councillors confirmed they wished the clerk to apply to Prince’s Foundation to be considered for neighbourhood planning.

· Three German students have requested practical training in Local Government in Salcombe at the end of 2012 beginning 2013.  At present the office could not support such training provision.

· The clerk asked South Hams Society by email as to their intentions for the BT telephone box at Batson when they requested photos of Salcombe for a link to their website.  However the response merely thanked for the website photos and the clerk attempt to ascertain such elsewhere.

· Cllr Mrs Pickering took the Onslow path refurbishment works signs to place at each end of the footpath.

· Cllr Long confirmed that all the seagrass leaflets delivered had been delivered along Fore Street/Cliff Road to North Sands and there were no further properties without.

115. REPORTS FROM COMMITTEES AND OTHER RELEVANT MEETINGS.

Cllr King – Cliff House Trust and been an amicable meeting with everything moving ahead with the refurbishment.  So far they had 13 confirmed wedding bookings each at £2,500 - £3000.   

Mayor, Cllr King, Cllr Long and Clerk on Monday 31st met with Dave Kenyon, Graham Swiss, Debbie Holloway, Steve Forsey and Carol Trant of District who were supportive in their discussions.  The Mayor highlighted sewage problems in the town during the height of the season and this is to be followed up.  The Mayor had thought previously that any new development might link to Malborough but it does not.  South West Water may approve any increase in development as it only looks at flows and not peaks and this was a worry for residents.   It was also useful to clarify points around how the process was going to proceed; a Master Plan and outline and issues of where such development sits.  Mr Wreford-Brown discussed whether employment at the top of town was viable.  Carol Trant noted if such land was not developed now District are looking to land bank potential commercial areas and regenerate as and when possible noting that historically District has not actually been pro active on inward investment.  It was noted by town council that RA4 is just as if not more important.
