94. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

Members declared personal or prejudicial interests, including the nature and extent of such interests that they may have in any items to be considered at this meeting.  
· Cllr. Coulson wished it noted that he has no interest in any planning application, declaring neither a prejudicial nor personal interest.  He will thus speak on applications but will not vote on recommendations.
· Cllr Clark declared a personal interest in applications 1635/08 and 1636/08 Ferry View 49a Fore Street.

95. OPEN FORUM
No members of the public were in attendance.

Pc Mullin advised that the adverse weather this summer had kept incidents down.  There had been 7 calls regarding anti social behaviour and with regard to Courtenay Park they did have calls earlier in season but nothing towards the end and any groups found seemed quiet.  Kingsbridge team were carrying out regular patrols in the evening and this had made a difference.  With regard to the Fusion bus there had been a problem in the first week when Tally Ho decided to drop off at another road but the police moved in and thereafter there were no problems since.  This year door staff from Fusions had travelled back on the bus and this served its purpose well.  Unfortunately marine crime is probably twice as high as last year figures already but the police have measures in place to deal accordingly.   There had also been a couple of shop lifting incidents at marine shops but it was felt that the culprits were probably out of town.  

Cllr Mrs Tabiner raised an enquiry with regard to a car at South Sands which has a sticker on it and after a period will be removed, police will remind District of its need to remove such.  South Sands parking through summer of trailers and boats has caused concern as District have said they cannot do anything because no these vehicles have no tax.  If these vehicles cause obstruction the police however will intervene.
Cllr Long noted that the police had been at South Milton and Thurlestone checking peoples cars for licences etc.  He raised concern that people felt they were being stopped and penalised at a busy time and in general were disgruntled.  Police responded that this was linked in with marine crime investigations and thus necessary.

Police offered a big thank you to Jean Furness and Ann Thompson with regard to the Red Arrows and Regatta and despite bed weather and a large list of tasks to carry out they had coped very well.
Mayor thanked the police for all their hard work over the summer especially the community policing which has helped to get the message across with youngsters.
96. MINUTES
The Minutes of the meeting dated 13th August 2008 were approved by all present and duly signed by the Chairman as a true and correct record.
97. PLANNING APPLICATIONS:
0769/08/F Refurbishment & alteration of existing ancillary accommodation in barn Lincombe Farm, Salcombe TQ8 8NQ – WITHDRAWN

1538/08/LB Resubmission of Listed Building Application 41/0578/08 for alterations to provide accommodation in the existing roof space 7 Victoria Place, Salcombe TQ8 8DB – Applicant Mr & Mrs Ward – Objection.  Council were of the opinion that the provision of accommodation in the roof is inappropriate due to the need to have the ability to escape such premises in the case of a fire.  Such need for a rooflight to accommodate this room, even if of a conservation type, will set a precedent and any future for a fire escape would be unacceptable and not in keeping with the Conservation Area.  The proposed replacement of uPVC windows with old style sash were welcomed.  
1599/08/F Alterations to existing hotel dining/laundry area and change of use of part area to one bed owners apartment Sunny Cliff Hotel, Cliff Road, Salcombe, TQ8 8JX – Applicant Mr M. Blackwell – Objection as it was felt that such changes would be a further step towards this ‘hotel’ being rendered unviable as such and thus not in accordance with the policy of retaining such tourist provision.   It was noted that works would greatly improve the external appearance.
1615/08/F Alterations to approval 41/0039/08/F for the removal of structurally unsound cottage and erection of new dwelling (alterations to external windows and doors, flank wall to staircase, extension to form log store/boat store, increase height of NE, NW & SW stone boundary walls) Cable Cottage, Cliff Road, Salcombe, TQ8 8LD – Applicant Mr M. Warner – Objection.  The raising of the perimeter wall to 1.8m all round is objected to on all sides apart from the rear of property as this creates a visually hard streetscene and would obstruct visibility of cars/pedestrians whether from within or out.  The further development the boat store/log store by virtue of placing a full door with access to the flat roof will in effect create a balcony area/roof terrace which is not felt to be in keeping.  A question was raised with regard to the proposed velux solar system rooflights as to whether they were either solar panels or rooflights?
1624/08/LB Listed building consent for minor shop refit and alterations 25-26 Fore Street, Salcombe, TQ8 8ET – Applicant Boots the Chemist – No objection.  Concern was raised however with regard to the air conditioning units in the back alleyway and any subsequent noise therefrom in an enclosed area.  It was also questioned whether any agreement of the neighbouring properties had been sought for such positioning due to the restricted shared access?
1625/08/F Minor shop refit and alterations 25–26 Fore Street, Salcombe, TQ8 8ET – Applicant Boots the Chemist – as above.
1632/08/F Amendment to approval 41/1973/07 for the conversion of current commercial (offices) to residential (provision of openable vents to shopfront window) 1 Church Street, Salcombe, TQ8 8DH – Applicant Mrs M Watkins – No objection.
1635/08/F Retrospective application for amendments to approvals 41/1510/04/F, 41/0194/05/F for alterations & extension to 2nd floor flat (variation to design of two windows on south elevation) Ferry View, 49a Fore Street, Salcombe, TQ8 8JE – Applicant Mr R. Stevens – Objection.  This property sits in a Conservation Area and is a Listed Building.  Councillors were concerned that approval of this amendment would set a precedent that having obtained the original approved design applicants could seek to make minor amendments that if originally considered would have been objected to and would now have a long term detrimental effect to Listed Buildings and conversely the Conservation Area.
1636/08/LB Retrospective application for Listed Building Consent amendments to approvals 41/1510/04/F, 41/0194/05/F for alterations & extension to 2nd floor flat (variation to design of two windows on south elevation) Ferry View, 49a Fore Street, Salcombe, TQ8 8JE – Applicant Mr R. Stevens – Objection - as above.

1637/08/TCA Various Tree Surgery Friday Cottage, Robinsons Row, Salcombe – Applicant Mr Gorman – No objection.
Pc Mullin arrived and gave his report as detailed in Open Forum above then left the meeting to attend another.

TREE PRESERVATION ORDER 2008 – SERVING OF NEW ORDER

TPO 804 (No. 55) Marine Hotel Apartments, Cliff Road, Salcombe  Reasons: The trees are prominent in the landscape and therefore are important to the character and quality of the landscape amenities enjoyed by the public and The Council considers it expedient in the interests of maintaining this amenity that the trees should be protected by means of a Tree Preservation Order. – No objection, support.

TREE PRESERVATION ORDER: GRANT OF CONDITIONAL CONSENT

TPO 365 (No. 15) Register No: 2773 Site: Maine House, Main Road, Salcombe – Approval : T1 Oak, to remove 1 low limb at 3.2m.  Remove 1 limb off lateral at 6m. T2 Ash, crown lift to remove 1 low limb at 4.5m, 1 limb over neighbouring property at 3m.

98. SALCOMBE FIRST RESPONDERS

Councillors were advised that fundraising at present had raised £2200.  The First Responder representatives had requested that Town Council fund a pulse monitor and Cllr. Dillings is to investigate the cost of such.  Discussion took place with regard to concerns in relation to ambulance provision and it was asserted that Town Council must seek reassurance that Salcombe are not losing an ambulance.  It was noted that the Regatta Committee are donating £200 to the 1st Responders.  
It was AGREED to see more information with regard to ambulance provision.
99. DISTRICT COUNCIL TREE PLANTING SCHEME
Consideration was given to Hanger Marsh and the Creek Car Park but these were not supported and councillors were reticent to place any more trees in the cemeteries due to the current problems with the undermining of the boundary wall.

It was AGREED to put forward:

· Whitestrand Car Park – 2 Plane trees.

· The Berry – To replace a number of trees which are beyond their time.

· Batson Creek - a willow.
· Cross Park – 1 x Crabb Apple/1 x Rowan. 

· Bonaventure Woods – needs some in cleared area, suggested oak.
· Entrance to boat park - two (Gould Road/Batson Creek) .  
100. ROAD CLOSURE DURING AUGUST HOLIDAY PERIOD

Councillors having considered the ramifications of a proposal to apply to make Fore Street, Salcombe ‘pedestrians only’ between 10a.m. and 4p.m. during the month of August each year AGREED that Cllrs Coulson, Moore, Clark, Mrs Thompson and Mrs Furness prepare a draft ‘plan for closure’ for public consideration at the October council surgery.  Further consideration highlighted was the postal collection from the post office in town.  It was noted that during the regatta week all deliveries were carried out earlier or later and it worked.   A restriction notice will need to be placed at the Church to enable people to turn off before the closure.  
101. ECO CEMETERY

It was AGREED that as this council do not own the proposed land and such will be set up under a Trust there is no need for further investigation into Eco Cemeteries at this point.

102. PARK AND RIDE PROVISION

It was highlighted that the County grant monies are sent directly to Tally Ho and that Tally Ho receive many payments from County and were thus unaware which one related to Salcombe Town Council.  No terms have been formally laid out in a contract and thus both parties are unsure of expectations/needs.  Tally Ho are keen to provide a bus service but do not want to co ordinate the P&R.  They have also suggested they could provide a bus for the disabled.
It was AGREED to seek further information and check the planning designation of the car park land in order to review the Park and Ride provision and consider requirements, suggestions or modifications for 2009.

103. BOUNDARY COMMITTEE RESPONSE

It was AGREED to convene a Policy Working Party during the coming week and prepare a final draft document for approval at full council on 24th September.  
104. TOWN COUNCIL PARKING PROVISION

It was AGREED that councillors will not use the lower parking space between 9-3p.m. Mon to Friday in order to allow the clerk access during working hours.  No chain or pole will be installed as it was felt this more parking across the entrance than it reduces.
105. DEVON ASSOCIATION OF PARISH COUNCILS – AGM

No nominations for attendance at the DAPC AGM nor resolutions for discussion were received.
106. REPORTS FROM DISTRICT COUNCILLORS 

District Cllr. Coulson noted his disappointment with regard to the planning decision at Malt Lodge.  He went on to advise he had met with Richard Gage to enquire when the officer would be attending Salcombe to review the Conservation Area.  Richard Gage is currently using her to do some additional work and thus her date of arrival is still unknown.  He had also discussed with Chris Lucas concerns over fly tipping during the summer months.  

107. REPORT FROM MAYOR
As Mayor he had received an approach from Sue McKenzie – St. Lukes Hospice events organiser requesting support for a talk she proposes to do at Cliff House outlining work she does on behalf of St. Lukes.    He had an approach from lady at North Sands who was looking in principle to place a marquee out of season on North Sands grassed area with an undertaking that following a wedding on Saturday the town could use such for charity purposes on Sunday.  Town Council has a policy of refusing such personal requests unless they are totally for charitable purposes.
108. REPORTS FROM COUNCILLORS
Cllr. Moore attended the town council surgery and the only other persona in attendance had been Pc Steve Mullen.  He went on to note that Malborough Parish Council is applying for funding for a skate park and no doubt Salcombe could share such facility.  It is to be placed on the main road by the side of the community centre.
Cllr. Moore also advised that he along with the clerk had attended the Quality Status update meeting today.   The Marine Hotel are to carry out a community consultation wherein councillors will be invited to view such during the first hour before the public are admitted.  Salcombe Town Council have also been asked to host the next cluster.

He had also discussed with Ross Kennerley s106 payments and the need to ensure that such payments come to Salcombe.  Discussion with regard to Open Spaces took place and it was felt that an approach to secure Salcombe land, together with funding if possible, should be made before the Unitary decision.
Cllr. Mrs. Lidstone – The Berry, childrens playground is full of weeds and moss and very dangerous.   The railings by the Fish & Chip shop are also dangerous and need attention.
It was stated that SWEB had provided the car parking area for Salcombe Town Council and the cherry trees within this area need attention.

Cllr. Mrs Furness- Requested a ‘Slow children’ sign by the Young Salcombe Centre. 
Cllr. Mrs Thompson – At the end of Coronation Road on the way up Bonfire Hill there is a sign that says ‘no through road’.  As this is now a two way stretch the Clerk is to request this sign removed.  Cross Park and Courtney Park both need ‘dog signs’.

Cllr. Long – Advised that on 21st Sept. 2-4p.m. Beach clean taking place under auspices of Marine Conservation Society, also one at Batson Creek and the other will be Scoble Point, volunteers being picked up from Whitestrand and water taxi across.  The aim is to clean the shorelines.

Cllr. Dillings – Noted that beyond the roof of the Over 60s on a lamp post was a sign pointing to the town centre which now needs replacing.  At Colemans Corner – No through road sign has been turned.  Noted at Beacon House that when planning went through a Pine was to be retained but it has gone, advise planning enforcement.  A shop owner has highlighted the fact that in summer there are not enough rubbish bins in town and there should be more around even if only for the summer season.
109. WORKING PARTIES

· Open Spaces – A question was raised by a resident who wanted to know what has happened with Balfour Beatty in relation to repairing the bank.  The Clerk was requested to place an item on the next agenda relating to repairing the gate fence and making it lockable.  Council also need to look into the question of training volunteers and public liability.
· Planning – no additional meetings and thus nothing to report.
· Policy – Will be held next week to include the Boundary Review draft response.
· Finance – No further meeting held.

· Email from a visitor advising of concerns with regard to the open manhole in car park at North Sands when the outlet was blocked.  The visitor was advised that remedial works have been carried out and District intend to do further works during Autumn.

· Advice on BT ‘Adopt a Kiosk’ scheme and the option to List such telephone boxes before 1st October 2008.

· Update on water quality monitoring from Nigel Mortimer on the South Sands Catchment.   Monitoring and Data Officer has advised they have done fingerprinting of foetal bacteria on beach .  Two samples are being taken each time and one tested, if one proves positive then the other will be tested at £300 a time.  Also Mitrochondrial DNA testing can show avian, human and canine samples.  As yet no results and as August has been such a poor month other sites that have failed are taking precedence for testing.  There is also an event recorder downstream from the storm water overflow.  There are relatively few cattle which are high up and well away from the estuary and thus it is considered that closer inspection should be made of the ducks on the hotel pond.
