175. PLANNING APPLICATIONS:

1661/08/F WITHDRAWN Resubmission of application 41/2578/07/F for the creation of two garages and four boatstores Site to east of Bonaventure Close, Salcombe.

1967/08/F Alteration and extension to dwelling Greenhill, Bonaventure Road, Salcombe, TQ8 8BG – Applicant Mr & Mrs D. Logan – No objection.
D.
2005/08/F Extension & alterations to dwelling 5 Rosemount Court, Church Street, Salcombe TQ8 8QB – Applicant Mr M. Pearce – Objection.  Councillors felt that this would be a gross overdevelopment of the site due to the fact that it would completely infill the back patio area and cause overlooking of neighbours and was thus an inappropriate development in a Conservation Area.

2008/08/LB Listed Building Consent for the conversion of the Cider Barn to ancillary residential accommodation comprising a studio/office and store Batson Hall Cottage, Shadycombe Road, Salcombe, TQ8 8NE – Applicant Mr R. Millar –Objection.  This application sits within the Batson Conservation Area and as such is detrimental development in such conservation area and an inappropriate use of the building.  Being a Listed Building Batson Hall also sits within one part of this area and it was noted that previously the Cider Press had been refused for residential use and councillors believed this point should still stand to protect this asset.  Concern was raised that as this structure forms part of a listed building why had District officers allowed this feature to fall into such disrepair.   The proposed development would cause overlooking and issues with regard to soakaways and sewerage disposal going across other neighbouring grounds.  Such loss of privacy to Batson Hall would also be ongoing and thus unacceptable in the future and it was noted that there were two letters of objection on file.  The hall is 16th century and the wall under debate is 12th century and through not being encouraged to be maintained has deteriorated.   Allowing Listed Buildings to deteriorate and then at a later date applying for change of use was felt by councillors to be detrimental to the needs of ensuring the ongoing preservation of such features in a conservation area.  Such restoration should be considered to enhance the building for the future and not just provide ancillary residential accommodation.

2009/08/F Conversion of Cider Barn to ancillary residential accommodation comprising a studio/office and store Batson Hall Cottage, Shadycombe Road, Salcombe TQ8 8NE – Applicant Mr R. Millar – As above.
G.
2010/08/F Alterations to approval 41/0039/08/F for external window & doors and flank wall to staircase.  Extension to form log store/boat store & increase of height of NE, NW & SW stone boundary walls Cable Cottage, Cliff Road, Salcombe TQ8 8LD – No objection.  Previous plans considered were amended and thus it is acknowledged that walls were lowered.  It was felt that there should be a condition that local stone with lime pointing be used on the walls to match with existing.  It was also asserted that the roof of the log/store have a condition refusing the use for balcony/patio sitting out area together with a condition that the window provided as an access window (assumed for fire reasons) cannot be altered at a future stage to a door as access to the roof .

2011/08/F Replacement of existing sliding door and windows with new sliding folding door and windows and addition of timber deck Flat B, Blue Haven, Allenhayes Road, Salcombe TQ8 8HU – Mr J. Tong – Whilst different applicants it was agreed that this application should be considered together with 2037/08 in view of their co-joined considerations.  Objection.  Councillors were of the opinion that timbered decking should be used and ballustrading should be in galvanised steel of an appropriate design, to be agreed, and thus remove the glass and chrome as this is felt to be an inappropriate material in this section of the Conservation Area.  With regard to Flat B it was noted that the windows to be replaced are proposed to be UPVc whilst the existing are wood and it was asserted that the new sliding/folding door  and windows should be wood.

2037/08/F Decking, handrail and balustrade to front of dwelling with refuse storage and new surface finishes to existing terraces and steps Flat A, Blue Haven, Allenhayes Road, Salcombe TQ8 8HU – Applicant Mrs Darby – Objection.  As above

2013/08/F Replacement of existing dormer window Glenleigh, Coronation Road, Salcombe TQ8 8EA – Applicant Mr F.A. Beresford – No objection.  Roofing should match existing on dormer.
Cllr. Long left the meeting whilst this application was considered.

2046/08/F Extension and alteration to maisonette units and new external lift shaft 52,53 and 53a Fore Street, Salcombe TQ8 8JE – Applicant Cater Properties Ltd – Deferred to next meeting to allow all councillors to have visited the site.

2049/08/F Reconstruction of boat store/garage 13 Shadycombe Road, Salcombe TQ8 8DX – Applicant Mr Barker – Objection.  Councillors welcomed the used of the old garage/store rebuilt but felt there were insufficient plans, sketch drawings and no scale or indication to show footprint or height of the finished building and thus there was insufficient information.  To compound this fact a deck area to front was felt inappropriate and would overlook properties in Shadycombe and the inclusion of an ensuite and kitchen indicated alternative usage.  With the proposed roof light size lack of scale could provide further overlooking.  A condition however had to be that the applicant should rebuild using the old stone retained when the original building was demolished and should be finished with slate and stone.

2074/08/LB Listed Building Consent for internal alterations to form new staircase and revised kitchen, utility & bathroom layout together with the introduction of patent glazing over the dining room 3 Mount Knowle, Knowle Road, Salcombe TQ8 8HY – Applicant Mr & Mrs Bull – No objection.

2083/08/F Third floor extension 77a Fore Street, Salcombe TQ8 8BY – Applicant Mr E. & Mr D. Basham – Objection.  This application lies within a conservation area and is felt to be an overdevelopment as it would increase the scale of the overall property by installing additional floor and increase the height of the roofline which would be detrimental to the streetscene.  The addition of a further floor would be visible from the estuary and a large amount of the surrounding area and would thus be a dominant building situated on a prominent corner.

1637/08/TCA Proposal: Various tree surgery Location: Friday Cottage, Robinsons Row, Salcombe, TQ8 8EU – Permission to carry out works within two years.

176. WORKS TO OPEN SPACES
Cllr. Long reported on this matter being the Tree Warden.  Cllr Moore responded that he felt the tree surveys should be done on Redfern and The Berry before obtaining work quotes and then the working party could prioritise in relation to funds available. Councillors were thus provided with an overview, discussion and update on matters requiring attention and it was AGREED to:

(a)
request the Clerk to seek tenders to carry out Tree Surveys for Redfern Woods and The Berry.

(b) 
thereafter seek tenders for the maintenance works as yet not completed as detailed in the 2007 Tree Survey for Bonaventure Woods (formation of denser planting on Onslow area to have thicker planting of hedge types would prevent anything slipping down bank and buffer to road and edge on Onslow to be maintained easier) and further for the works identified in the Redfern and Berry surveys.
177. PARK & RIDE

It was AGREED that:

(a)
the Town Council apply to extend planning approval for the Park & Ride field to extend the period of use to a permanent all year round basis.

(b)
Town Council continue to support such Park & Ride provision and allow terms to be formulated by the Policy Working Party for a future two year contract and thereafter tenders obtained.  Policy Working Party return to full council with a strategic plan on operating principles for consideration.
178. FREEDOM OF INFORMATION
It was AGREED to adopt the model publication scheme as approved by the Information Commissioner, to become operative on 1st January 2009, together with the Statement as to information provided and charges to be made by Salcombe Town Council for providing such information.

179. APPOINTMENT OF PARISH REPRESENTATIVES FOR DISTRICT STANDARDS COMMITTEE

It was AGREED to nominate Cllr Mrs Furness, duly accepted, as a representative from this council to serve on the District Standards Committee.

180. PLAY AREA MANAGEMENT

It was AGREED that Cllr. Mrs Roberto and the ClerkTown Council pursue negotiations with District to ensure that everything is up to DDA/Playground maintenance standard with regard to their improvement of play spaces in the town together with negotiating ownership and future maintenance (Berry, Courtney, Cross Park and new North Sands).

181. COASTAL COMMUNITY BOARD

It was PROPOSED that this matter be deferred until a decision is made by the Boundary Committee or following a suggestion for a more formal idea of what issues are to be discussed or gained from this grouping.

182. REPORTS FROM DISTRICT COUNCILLORS 

South Hams in disarray on Planning GPDO new regulations and Cllr. Coulson felt there were no clear perameters on frontage, side elevation etc without any form of definition or clarification he requested future planning training and the clerk advised that she would liaise with Mike Kelly, Planning Trainer.
183. REPORT FROM MAYOR
On 1st November the Mayor attended the Harbour Board meeting, and one vexatious matter was the service provided by the water taxis and whether they have any responsibility for providing foot passenger service from East Portlemouth to Salcombe in the evening.  They have previously been provided but the Harbour has no responsibility to provide such bespoke service and no clear decision was taken by the Harbour board but he believed at present it would continue.  The ongoing problem would be for businesses who rely upon customers from places such as East Portlemouth and outlying places across the water.

Thus this was not strictly a commercial issue but had social implications that could otherwise cut East Portlemouth and outlying areas off.

Cllr Long enquired that previously Salcombe Town Council met with the Harbour Master to discuss the future agenda before such meeting but the mayor advised that due to a heavy schedule he had to speak on the phone to the Harbour Master this time and no doubt such would continue in future.

The mayor gave thanks to everyone for their support on Remembrance Sunday noting that the Devon Regiment are always very appreciative of town representatives attending.

184. REPORTS FROM COUNCILLORS
Cllr Moore – Attended the surgery yesterday and 2 people turned up.  They had noted this from the newsletter and arrived.  Having considered previous attendance it had been agreed to move the surgery to the 1st Tuesday in every month only when Pc Mullen would also attend.
Cllr. Clark – Had noted a person outside Colemans butchers/bottom of Fore Street with a theodolite carrying out a survey and when questioned he was advised that this was for sea defences.  District have employed engineers to consider such sea defences as the Environment Agency and District are reacting to March floods and trying to install some form of wall to alleviate such reoccurence.  He noted that the engineers also welcomed any information from local people if they have any on where flooding occurs predominantly.

Dilling – Noted the street light in Herbert Road is flickering but this had been reported together with the post number and now was referenced and accordingly being checked.

186. WORKING PARTIES

Moore advised that he had now been elected as chair and was aware to the tight budget currently worked within.

Policy – Cllr Mrs Roberto advised that a meeting had taken place and she would provide notes by the next meeting.  Specifically maters discussed had been the P&R in conjunction with Cllrs. Mrs Thompson, Mrs Furness and Long to focus on the provision of buses, collection of monies etc and such items were to come forward at a future date.  Cllr Moore was also working on other topics which will shortly be brought to full council.  He did however allude to the fact that correct rentals for the upstairs and downstairs of the Town Hall property should be obtained together with the insurance value and then possible rental returns addressed from those properties.
Open Spaces – Cllr. Clark had nothing to report at this point.  The Mayor noted concern that nothing was coming forward from this Working Party and asked whether there are any maintenance plans coming forward.  No information was available at this point.
