District Cllr. Coulson – both Carter and myself have been toiling in planning to mitigate effects of the rush to develop the town at the profit of the developer and not benefit of the town.  Outlined some concerns and examples.  

Been active in design field and cultimated with a meeting with the Design Panel which did eventually manage to address local issues.  Explained that lack of relationship of scale, shape and detailing and materials is an affront to the eye and detrimental to Salcombe. 

Active on the audit front and one area has been control on planning of s106.  Before thought as going into general pot for whole South Hams but not what legislation actually says and now going to actual areas.  Other issues ongoing, work in progress – nearing completion for the design of the flood works at Chapel End and equipment identified which he outlined.    Also ongoing is the ferry pier, have got all technical work done and costings are high!  

Continual battle waged by Deputy Mayor with regard to keeping the streets clean and removing waste.
