776. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

Members were invited to declare personal or prejudicial interests, including the nature and extent of such interests that they may have in any items to be considered at this meeting as follows: 
· Cllr. Coulson wished it noted that he has no interest in any planning application, declaring neither a prejudicial nor personal interest.  He will thus speak on applications but will not vote on recommendations.  He further notes that by virtue of being a District Councillor he was precluded from volunteering to attend planning site meetings for Town Council
· Cllr Biggs wished it known that by virtue of his profession and development contacts he would remain in the meeting room and contribute to discussion on planning matters but not vote.  Also at this meeting he declared a personal and prejudicial interest in application 2080/10/CA and 2084/10/F.

· Cllr Mrs Furness declared a personal interest in application 2080/10/F and 2084/10/F.
· Cllr. Hatch declared a personal and prejudicial interest in application 2136/10/F and 2143/10/F.
777. OPEN FORUM
PCSO Gibson advised that the police had last attended town council on 8th September so his figures were from that date onwards.  There had been two thefts one of which was shop lifting.  A group of youths were found in North Sands toilets late one evening in possession of alcohol and one received a cannabis warning.  There were two burglaries on Cliff Road over night Thursday/Friday morning last week and an attempted burglary also one criminal damage in Sandhills Road and this may well be related to the Cliff Road burglaries.  The thieves were targeting outbuildings and entered and made off with powers tools/garden equipment.  In Sandhills Road a car was broken into on a private drive.  At present there was no information back from the scenes of crime.  There was a traffic operation last Wednesday in Salcombe and they stopped one young lad on the A381 for excessive speed who had just passed his test and will thus have his licence revoked.  A number of complaints had been received relating to the Fortescue pub as drinkers were walking up and down the road with drinks in their hand.  Those seen had been advised to return to the inside of the pub or beer garden.

In relation to the Park and Ride misuse police had spoken to drivers in the vicinity who were not damaging the area but using it for activities other than parking.  With regard to the details passed on with a number plate this unfortunately came back as an incorrect registration for such type of vehicle.  A councillor noted that the car in question is still driving around Kingsbridge and as he was in possession of pictures this must be false plates.  The Mayor advised that for the PACT a further resident has agreed to be another community representative for police to liaise with.  The new neighbourhood watch co-ordinator it was noted was also opposite where one PACT representative lives.

Cllr. Mrs Furness left the meeting.

Debbie Holloway, Housing Officer at District Council was welcomed.  She advised that she had good news with regard to housing allocation and gave a brief background.   When TOR Homes were developing Ember Close at the top of Salcombe there was concern that not all housing was set aside for Salcombe residents but at that point there was no legislation to enable such.  District pushed forward with 30% rented but this was still not enough for the locality.
Back in December 2009 statutory guidance came out from the Department of Communities and Local Government to give more flexibility to respond to local needs and priorities.  District then wrote a local allocations policy for the District that on all new schemes 50% of housing would be for local people.  Members were keen to see something over and above this for Salcombe so they gathered local evidence of the high numbers of holiday homes, high house prices and low wages with lack of housing coming forward forcing local people out of the Salcombe market.  A policy was then specifically created for Salcombe for all new properties and covering most of the existing properties.  Older peoples flats however are not included because of certain care needs in the equation together with the exclusion of 4 bedroomed houses which enables flexibility for people across South Hams for provision of very large households.  There are 87 affordable properties remaining in Salcombe under this new policy.  Devon Home Based Choice will still stand but will work in conjunction with this Salcombe policy providing 100% for local Salcombe people.  Residents of Salcombe are therefore now to be addressed as a priority.  Housing will be allocated to category A,B & C people on the housing register.  There is a lack of the middle rental part of the market as most people use holiday lets to obtain more money.  It was noted taht those who support through volunteer contribution to the running of clubs and associations were high priority for housing as well.  It was explained that Category B reflects the social need or supporting local services etc.  Some people will not fall directly into this Category and town council wished to see a social need for supporting local services (i.e. RNLI, First Responders, Fire Crew etc taken into this category).  
Cllr. Mrs Furness returned to the meeting.

Everyone in the same band is classed as the same need so if 10 houses became available all those in the same band would be considered but if there were 15 the houses would go to who had been on the list longest.  First consideration is what band the applicant is on Devon Home Based Choice letting lists and then meeting the objectives on the Salcombe list.  If everybody is a priority then no one becomes a priority!  Debbie Holloway however advised that she would go back to Paul  Eeles the Housing Advice Manager and discuss local organisations and consider whether they might be able to look at lifting up people who are local and working in Salcombe who need housing.
At the moment District are discussing this new Policy with TOR Homes but if in future other housing managers come into Salcombe it would cover them too.  The draft policy is under consultation and District will be talking with TOR Homes next week to get them to support it.  It was noted that housing circumstances were exaggerated in Salcombe.  As a local housing authority District has a statutory duty to house people in need and therefore cannot mirror this policy across the whole of South Hams.  District has never forced people to move to an area as they are offered possibilities for housing and not taken off the list if they do not take the house.  They will implement the policy as soon as District has categorical confirmation from TOR Homes that they can enforce this policy and probably this will be by the end of November 2010.

A question was raised as to how funding was for housing building currently?  There is expected a large reduction in funding for affordable housing and it will be first come first served.  Government is asking councils to get together to write a local investment plan to put forward all schemes across a wide area in order of priority and in order of when they are likely to be able to go ahead.  Once this is done they will await to see what funding provision is allowed.  

Why do District not want to buy ‘back in’ ex council houses?  District has no money and no housing revenue account as this was transferred to TOR Homes.  Why do TOR Homes not want to buy then?  TOR Homes have capped rents to keep them low (as set by the Homes and Communities Agency).  TOR Homes borrow money to build and because of such capping cannot borrow as much so the Government grant system makes up shortfall but this will be reducing and housing associations cannot borrow more.  Land for affordable housing comes forward as free serviced land but development is not following.  It is still expensive to buy houses on the open market and more affordable to build new and use developers to assist.  South Devon Rural is buying some properties with a small amount of money from District and these are being offered on sub market rents.

If a mortgagee is in possession of a shared ownership and there is a clause that does not allow the building society to buy out the lower share then they building societies will not offer a mortgage.  Since provision of the shared ownership at Ember Close any property in a rural area now has a clause which means no one can staircase out more than 80% so it cannot be bought out.  

The Mayor thanked Debbie Holloway and she left the meeting.
Ken Prowse of Salcombe History Group attended with reference to the agenda item on the Mortuary.   Councillors had a copy of an email he had sent setting out the groups plans.  He also advised that if they were successful in securing use of the Mortuary that they would have a moratorium on some of the artefacts left at the mortuary so that the articles there could be dealt with and not lost.  He just needed an indication from town council that the group could use the mortuary before going forward with grant funding proposals.
David Jobbins of Savills, Harbour (Marine) Hotel architect updated town council on two planning applications submitted to District.  The Conservation Area application relates solely to the demolition of certain parts of the site in this areaand mainly the removal of flat roofs and late additions to the hotel.

The full application he advised was more interesting and exciting and he outlined the scheme at the last presentation and went on to explain further points.  The 10 holiday villas on the water frontage and Bakerswell will be developed into 4 holiday apartments.  In their proposal they have removed the top floor of the 1960s extension and opened up estuary views also reducing the street wall to give better views.  Through this they would be losing bedrooms and therefore would be replacing these by putting in a single storey extension for rooms and a swimming pool.  The car park is to be slightly reconfigured with the benefit of valet parking which can increase car parking numbers from about 40 to 60 on site.  Nothing has really changed from the initial presentation but previously there was a roof terrace over the whole but this has been taken away at present as the developers were asked to include as much use of sedum roof as possible.  Elevations   are as shown with render, natural stone and tile hanging.  It all he asserted sits comfortably in site at the bottom and they have submitted landscape and visual impact reports from all elevations.   There clearly will be an impact but in their view it is a beneficial impact.  By opening Bakerswell they have introduced a lane through the site with public access to the garden area.  The Yacht Club have registered an objection to application as they would like the balconies to be brought back and not overhang Bakerswell and the architects have been asked to accommodate this.  

A question was raised as to whether the swimming pool will be the same size as existing and it was advised that the new one is to be a swim/spa as their Christchurch Hotel.  

On the District planning website comments so far were that the Environment Agency has no objection, neither had Natural England nor the Harbour Master.  South Hams Business and Tourism Development manager supported the application and the District Council engineer has raised no objections.

At the Design Review Panel there was a divergence of views but they seemed supportive of the principle.  The range of views covered the development ‘not being exciting enough’, ‘being boring’ to ‘they could make more of Bakerswell and the end of the building but the developers kept this low as the gable is a strong feature.  They have committed that they will work with District and will consider any suggestions.  The applicants however have to look at ongoing operation of the hotel and its viability.  They may look at the re introduction of part of the hotel terrace and noted the concern of the uniform bays/terrace of the 10 properties at the front.  The Design Panel was asked to focus on the terrace etc and it would have helped to see that in the context of what was going to happen to the remainder of the older building.  There will be strong presence of hotel but perhaps the illustrations did not give it justice by not being drawn in.  Clarification was sought by town councillors over ownership of the 10 villas and 4 properties.  At District this had been made clear with letters that accompanied the planning application that explained how such mechanisms might work and responses to information on public access.  Dave Jobbins will email these letters to the Clerk.  The properties will be used for holiday ownership only but there will be an opportunity for them to be sold with the hotel managing them i.e. letting out and users using the facilities in the hotel.  It was questioned whether there was an affordable housing contribution but town council were information that holiday property/hotels do not fall under the affordable housing policy.  The 10 new are tourism accommodation.
The letters no doubt covered waste management within the site etc and the properties it was assumed will be leased?  Dave Jobbins was not totally aware of the lease and management of maintenance and waste.  Dave Jobbins agreed he will work with Richard Gage and Malcolm Elliott but believes that District will probably put a condition on the new balcony design.
Dave Jobbins was thanked and he left the meeting.

778. MINUTES
The Minutes of the meeting dated 22nd September 2010 were approved by council and then duly signed by the Mayor as a true and correct record. 
779. SHADYCOMBE MORTUARY

It was AGREED to Lease the mortuary building to Salcombe History Society at a commercial rent for a term of 5 years with any works, repairs, maintenance etc being offset against such charges.  Grants will now be sought by the History Society for decorating, maintenance, pointing, installation of electricity and water for a toilet.
This matter was brought forward for consideration immediately after Ken Prowse’s Open Forum presentation and after decision Mr Prowse left the meeting.

780. PLANNING APPLICATIONS: 

Town Council made the following observations to be submitted to District Council:
· 1984/10/F Proposed replacement access to serve smallholding Cross Park, Mary Knowle Farm, Salcombe, TQ8 8NA  - This matter was considered initially by Malborough Parish Council but the field and building although in Malborough the boundary and access comes out into Salcombe.  Objection : The ground has been separated into two ownerships, bungalow and field retained with additional access.  As the cycle path comes along this boundary this proposed access raised concern and town council would seek County comments on such access on to the road crossing the cycle path.  There were concerns with regard to the caravan and use of the barn and small holding by an additional owner as the existing farm gate was not used latterly by the farmer and due to the cycle path knocking back to make a double access now raises safety concerns. 
· 1257/10/F WITHDRAWN Alterations to approved permission 41/0983/08/F to include an additional window, minor alterations to fenestrations, additional area to subterranean level with additional window Brackenwood, De Courcy Road, Salcombe TQ8 8LQ

· 1573/10/CLP WITHDRAWN Alterations and enlargement of existing window/door openings Myrana, Drake Road, Salcombe TQ8 8EG

· 1670/10/F WITHDRAWN Householder application for construction of a swimming pool Brackendwood, De Courcy Road, Salcombe TQ8 8LQ

· 1700/10/F WITHDRAWN Householder application for proposed extension to provide improved access to dwelling 1 Rosemount Court, Church Street, Salcombe TQ8 8QB
Cllr Biggs left the meeting whilst the next two applications were considered.

· 2080/10/CA Conservation area consent for demolition of existing extensions and alteration/extension of existing hotel to provide hotel bedrooms and erection of 10 holiday villas and conversion and extension of Bakerswell House to form 4 holiday apartments Salcombe Harbour Hotel, Cliff Road, Salcombe TQ8 8JH – Applicant Salcombe Developments Ltd. – Cllrs King and Long advised they had attended the Design Panel and in principle the panel had supported the proposal but some fundamental improvements were needed whilst acknowledging the need to be aware of the potential of economic viability of the hotel and what it adds to tourism elements to Salcombe.

Town council felt there were opportunities to improve the existing hotel as currently seen but there were some issues on style and approach to the 10 apartments at the front, less concern with the conversion of Bakerswell, but some questions around the wish for more utilisation of the sedum roof.  Concern was raised on the use of materials on the apartments as well due to the mass on windows which need to be broken up to protect the view of hotel from the estuary side.  Further comments on the construction, fenestration and access to the hotel are minimal but what is placed there must be attractive and work.  In principle town council support this application but not all the content at present.  Therefore in principle town council had no objection but wished to see a re working of the visual aspect of the 10 villas breaking the facade up by being stepped rather than flat and using stone and wood in the facing.  There is also a question on ongoing use and timing of access (gated) and disagreement on the reduction of the sedum roof of the apartments which it is felt should be utilised for additional terrace space for the hotel.  It was however noted approval in opening up views and the access.    Town Council strongly support the proposed treatment of the hotel in removing older metalwork and additions but need to be assured as to how the main hotel building is to be restored and such treatment to ensure the new works together with old.  Town Council request therefore to be involved with further pre application discussions on this point.  It is suggested that vehicles and materials utilised on the site do not access via the public highway but could use a barge to bring materials in and take waste out.
A majority vote of No Objection was recorded together with the fact that the Mayor voted for Objection.
2084/10/F Demolition of existing extensions and alteration/extension of exiting hotel to provide hotel bedrooms and erection of 10 holiday villas and conversion and extension of Bakerswell House to form 4 holiday apartments Salcombe Harbour Hotel, Cliff Road, Salcombe TQ8 8JH – Applicant Salcombe Developments Ltd – Response as above 2080/10/CA
· 2090/10/F Householder application for demolition of single storey elements of existing dwelling and construction of new single storey conservatories (2) and new single storey and two storey side extension Beacon House, Main Road, Salcombe TQ8 8JW – Applicant Mr T. Law – No objection but it was noted that the proposal included four flat roof dormers in the property and town council prefer pitched.
· 2125/10/F Householder application for alterations to dwelling The Cottage, Church Lane, Salcombe TQ8 8DH – Applicant Mr and Mrs Taylor – Objection.  Revised plans indicate that all windows will be in wood but the window to the lounge sits above Island Street and the cottages below on the east elevation and this would enable overlooking into bedroom windows which is unneighbourly.  It was noted that the plans do not show an existing chimney.  As a point of clarification town council would wish the chimney to remain and thus note tis existence.
· 2127/10/F Householder application to construct a new canopy over a parking area for 2 cars Underdeck Cliff Road, Salcombe TQ8 8JQ – Applicant Mr I. Forrest-Jones – Objection.  Such additional construction will harm valuable amenity views.  An addition of a canopy over with supports would restrict amenity views that were opened up and thus affect the streetscene.
Cllr Hatch left the room whilst the following application and application 2143/10/F were discussed jointly.

· 2136/10/LB Householder application for conversion of existing garage to a studio and associated works Summer Cottage, Higher Batson, Salcombe TQ8 8NF – Applicant Mr & Mrs J & P Vaughan-Fowler – Objection.  The proposal to install veluxes in the roof was felt inappropriate.  Such glazed door to property it is suggested will provide additional light together with light from the windows to front.  
· 2138/10/F Householder application for proposed alterations and extension to dwelling 11 Rosemount Court, Salcombe TQ8 8QB – Mr and Mrs A. Steel – Objection.  This proposal was felt to be an overdevelopment of the site with a loss of amenity to the property and loss of parking due to the reduction of double to single garage.  Together with building up to three boundaries such increase raises questions for maintenance and it was not felt suitable in a Conservation Area and by its location affects the setting of a Listed Building.
· 2143/10/F Householder application for conversion of existing garage to a studio and associated works Summer Cottage, Higher Batson, Salcombe TQ8 8NE – Applicant Mr & Mrs J. & P. Vaughan-Fowler – See above application response 2136/LB.
· 2172/10/F Permission to replace extenat planning consent for 41/1915/07/F for installation of rooflights 6 Ringrone, Sharpitor, Salcombe TQ8 8LW – Applicant Mr & Mrs Jenkins. – No objection.
· 2180/10/CA Demolition of existing garage and roadside wall and construction of new garage beneath dwelling.  Alterations to entrance steps with balcony over drive Old Fernlea, Devon Road, Salcombe TQ8 8HE – Applicant Mr R. Mackness – Objection as it is indicated the steps will be constructed of steel.  Consideration would be given to a solid construction of stone or faced and of materials and style in keeping with the property.
· 2195/10/F Resubmission of planning application 41/1670/10/F for proposed open swimming pool Brackenwood, De Courcy Road, Salcombe TQ8 8LQ – Applicant Mr S. Cameron. – Objection.  There is felt to be a considerable impact on adjacent neighbours and the surrounding area in relation to this application.  The ground surrounding drops away considerably and any additional noise created from such  point to adjacent boundaries and properties would be unneighbourly.  The application states there would be a solid wall between such swimming pool and the neighbouring property but the amenity will still have an effect on neighbours.
· 2196/10/F Resubmission of planning application 41/1257/10/F for alterations to approved permission 41/0983/08/F to include an additional window, minor amendments to fenestrations additional area to subterranean level with additional window and amended garage roof Brackenwood, De Courcy Road, Salcombe, TQ8 8LQ – Applicant Mr S. Cameron – Objection.  Town Council welcome such changes to the garage roof to accommodate a bat roost as bats have been found.  They object however to the additional areas and minor amendments to the property which due to the style and nature of the property is inappropriate in this location.

781. DEVON AND CORNWALL POLICE

It was AGREED that Salcombe Town Council write stating their concerns with regard to the ongoing financing and retention of the local PCSOs and such police coverage of the community.

782. CAFE STREET LICENSING

It was AGREED that Town Council become the delegated authority for Devon County Council to consider and issue such on street permits and  the clerk is to ascertain what recompense will be payable to Town Council for such service.

783. PAY AND DISPLAY METERS

It was AGREED that having consideration of the Salcombe and Kingsbridge Chamber of Commerce report with regard to Devon County’s intention to install parking meters that Salcombe Town Council wishes to object strongly.
784. REPORTS FROM DISTRICT COUNCILLORS
Dist. Cllr. Coulson advised he had attended the Development Management Group.  He was disturbed that the Italian Gardens had been permitted when he felt that the application breached 3 core policies relating to development outside the boundary, development in a Coastal Protection Area and in an Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty.  His belief was that in such an area there should be no development unless there was a clear benefit to the community.  He was however out voted at District Committee and this was passed.  Cllr. Long called for an error in the officers report taken to committee  to be raised with officers in that the report states that the Town Council responded such development would be ‘appropriate’ and not ‘inappropriate’ as had in fact been conveyed.  Dist Cllr Coulson noted this point was corrected within the District meeting.

With regard to the Capital Programme update there was no change.  In relation to the Shared Services review, District are attempting to save money by sharing services with other Districts such as West Devon and Teignbridge as audit, legal services etc have done but when it comes to Open Spaces South Hams District is fundamentally different in its approach compared to West Devon as West Devon have no public space to manage as it is all done locally.  Arriving now at the ‘difficult’ shared services there has been very little progress.

He noted that the Harbour Hotel Design Panel has been fully reported above.  The Environment Committee was due the next day to make progress on new dog Orders.  

Dist Cllr. Coulson noted the presentation on the Salcombe Affordable Housing Policy and noted that at present Kingston has small variation on this policy but Salcombe is only town with new dispensation applied.  If this policy was rolled out to other areas without the housing problems such as Salcombe then District would not achieve their critical mass provision and fail in its legal duty so it is not expected that the format will be used elsewhere.
He had been most impressed attending the new harbour hoist full demonstration and pressure washing lagoons. 
785. COUNCILLORS REPORT
Cllr. Mrs Furness – Again reminded of the Fashion show at Harbour Hotel on 21st October in aid of the Salcombe Regatta.  Tickets were going well. 
Cllr. Mrs Lidstone – Enquired what arrangements were being made for the floral display boat at Beadon Cross and was advised that it would be planted over the winter with bulbs.
Cllr King – Had continued to remove outdated and illegally placed notices from around Salcombe.  He noted that there was a need for a noticeboard like the one at Beedon Cross for people to flypost on and suggested over the wall on Cross Parks and another by the fence at Redfern Woods.  It was felt that maybe one could be placed at one of these locations and another somewhere else further afield but no decisions were made.  Opposite the juncture of Cross Garden Cottage and Market Street the hedge and brambles are overhanging.  The Information Centre had received an email from Chris Lucas to say District had no power to prevent street traders in Salcombe.  
Cllr. Hatch – Noted again that Herbert Road grass is not cut.  The road sweeper had been off for a few days and was not expected back for a while he requested that a plea be made for the mechanical sweeper for Herbert Road, Devon Road and areas where there is heavy leaf fall.  Toilets in Cliff House Gardens are not re opened yet as the electricity is not reconnected to the ladies side.  Clerk to email Chris Lucas to ascertain opening date.
Cllr. Biggs –No seat in bus stop at Beadon Cross so when it rains if people wish to sit they get wet and he enquired if a memorial bench could be placed in the shelter.  Street lighting is now going off at certain times and he ask if is that the best way to be saving money?  North Sands toilets are looking tatty and need maintenance, this must be drawn to District’s attention.
Cllr. Long – The flashing highways beacon on Beadon Road side is now leaning and loose at the base, clerk to advise County.  Little Mewstone planning application – he received email from Dean Kinsella saying that the proposal was withdrawn and the applicants/architects would like to seek common ground and an acceptable scheme and are proposing a pre application meeting.  Councillors Long, Moore, King and Lidstone to attend this site meeting.  He noted he was currently the Kingsbridge and Salcombe Chamber of Commerce representative but had not attended the September or October meetings due to commitments and was thus seeking an alternative member of council to attend at 5.45p.m.  The Chamber AGM is on 20th October.  Noted that there were 430 trees arriving from Woodland Trust 430 to be delivered between 9th and 12th November and Cllr Hatch agreed to receive delivery.  Some trees/hedging will be used in the area where Town Council are clearing on the Berry.  
786. CLERK’S REPORT
