645. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST
Members declared personal or prejudicial interests, including the nature and extent of such interests that they may have in any items to be considered at this meeting
· Cllr. Coulson wished it noted that he has no interest in any planning application, declaring neither a prejudicial nor personal interest.  He will thus speak on applications but will not vote on recommendations.  He further noted that by virtue of being a District Councillor he was precluded from volunteering to attend planning site meetings for Town Council
· Cllr Long declared a Personal & Prejudicial interest in his own application 0495/10 and all other councillors present declared a personal interest in such.
· Cllr Mrs Furness declared a personal interest in application 0514/10 7 Longfield Drive.
Cllr. Dillings arrived.

646. OPEN FORUM
Mr Axtell attended the meeting as Chair of Salcombe Town Twinning Association to advise that whilst members turn up to functions the committee composition is in dire straights.
Cllr. Wheeler arrived.

As background Mr Axtell explained the history that 42 years ago Town Council decided to twin with a town in France and a couple of town council representatives toured France and decided on Cabourg.  Town Council agreed the next year that they could not take on the extra workload but an association would be formed to fundraise etc.  The 40th Anniversary is this year and in 2 days time at the AGM it might come to an end due to lack of interest.  They have a good membership but no officers and although they could let the current officers carry on (as they have done for 11 years) it would be futile.  For the last 12 months despite pleas no one has shown an interest and although there is a meal at the yacht club with 17 members attending there are no offers to take over.  The twinning is between the councils of Cabourg and Salcombe and therefore if Town Council wishes to continue twinning they would need to find another association.  The tasks in clued financial and logistically hosting of visiting people and Mr Axtell acknowledged that town council probably would not have the time.  Mr Axtell has had an email from his counterpart who has chosen 7th June from the dates suggested by the Salcombe Town Twinning Association to come over.  The Association will honour meeting them but advised that Town Council then needs to make a decision.  The Association will pay for all meals out of their funds but no accommodation although some times visitors do stay with families.  The Mayor advised that he or his Deputy would attend the AGM.  

Mr Axtell advised that younger people now seem to holiday in these areas and have links but do not wish to have the ties of having people over to stay in their homes and vice versa.  The Mayor thanked Mr Axtell for his efforts and advised that Town Council would await further news.
Dist. Cllr. Carter arrived.

David Greening as Commodore of the Yacht Club attended to formalise some unofficial discussions that took place in the immediate past with individual town councillors and wished to explain the plans at the Yacht Club.  They are looking to improve the catering facilities for which planning has been granted.  Also they are trying to improve the shower and changing facilities by converting an upstairs flat to such which could be attractive to visiting yachtmen.  They are also working in consultation with the Harbour Authority to try to assist their problems with provision of facilities as well as the Yacht Club.  Both elements of the scheme are to bring such facilities up to date and increase provision and capacity.  Both projects are linked to SDCLAG and some issues with regard to Cliff House and the Yacht Club remain to be addressed with SDCLAG.  It is support from Town Council as to their aspirations to achieve funding rather than planning issues that were discussed.  Mr Greening was then asked what sort of expansion of the shower and changing facilities the Yacht Club were looking at and who this is to cater for.  He advised that the Yacht Club members lose out when they offer visiting members facilities as the showers are sometime cold with many people milling around.  With a possible change in access the Yacht Club will address the issue of early morning use of showers, the intention is for a key pad access to showers without accessing the Yacht Club until internal door.  They acknowledge the need to address the wider community and this proposed facility will be an asset for Salcombe Town with the use of the Harbour and Yacht Club as a lever for economic and recreational benefit for all.

This was noted as the appeal is under Householder Appeals Service and there is no opportunity for further comment.

649. CLIFF HOUSE TRUSTEES

It was AGREED to nominate Cllr King to replace Jackie Lidstone and consider such other representative at the Annual meeting in May.  The clerk will advise Cliff House Trustees accordingly.

650. TOWN HALL BUILDING

It was AGREED that no further surveyors report is required as on visual inspection by a qualified surveyor Town Council were advised that the roof/inside ceiling is in good repair although paint is peeling off.  However a qualified builder is to be requested to visit with an adequate ladder to closely check the stability of the light fittings/window much higher up in the roof space. 
651. MUSEUM LEASE

Following discussions with Michael Hodder and Adrian Vivian of the Museum Committee and it was proposed and AGREED to allow the annual Lease payment to remain at the 2009/10 rate of £3,000 for 2010/2011 subject and conditional on the Mortuary being cleared of all museum artefacts and handed back to Town Council by 31st October 2010.  Town Council decided that they should bring all Leases in the Town Hall into alignment by date so that further periods were for 4 year term agreed at the beginning of each term of councillors office.  It was noted that general storage was being held in a prime office place and this was perhaps not good use of the area nor beneficial for the rent that must be charged.  
John Elwell arrived at the meeting.

652. REPORTS FROM DISTRICT COUNCILLORS
The Mayor firstly tanked Dist. Cllr. Carter for his support and representation at the Development Plan Document Site Allocation meeting at District.

District Cllr Carter noted the meeting on Monday and advised Graham Swiss Forward Planning had emailed him today with his new recommendations and he will look at this document tomorrow.  This month there had been no matters relating to Salcombe at planning committee.  Dist. Cllr. Carter however enquired of Town Council their concerns with regard to the application for Boufort and Scale, Beadon Road.  He was advised that some of the sizes of the windows in the top aspects were displaying too much glass and Town Town Council had requested some changes to the boarding to remove some of the render on the aspects to soften.  Thus overall it was down scaling some of the upper windows on the upper flat and changes to render to go to boarding. 
653. MAYORS REPORT
The Mayor noted that the Development Plan Document Site Allocation vote by District Councillors had been  21 to 8 in agreement for Salcombe’s concerns.
He had visited the lifeboat the other Saturday and requested that Graham Parker of the RNLI be the guest speaker at the Civic Dinner.

Following this he had opened an Art Club, launched a childrens book, which has sold out twice in the last week and met and spoken to the Duke of Edinburgh at the Dartmouth College Ceremony.  

The Mayor and Cllr Long had met with Forward Planning at the Salcombe Park and Ride to give the Town Council input into District discussions on the amended Site Allocation proposals and as soon as anything is received this will put to Town Council as a whole.  It is advised that District are to draw outline boundaries for sites to go to the inspector but not give detail on anything within that.  Ross Kennerley District Open Spaces was also in attendance at this meeting and had advised that the land in front of Ember Close is not yet in District Councils possession and is currently being transferred when it is hoped that it will then be transferred directly to town council.  It was noted that in the last week 5 people from Ember Close had questioned what is happening with this piece of land and therefore the Clerk was requested to put out a note updating all that Town Council are aware of to date.
654. COUNCILLORS REPORTS
Cllr Mrs Furness – The Swimming Pool meeting was successful.  It was noted that the lifeguards had not been patrolling the pool well last year but Cllr Mrs Lidstone has agreed to carry out volunteer duties at the pool and will ensure that they are carrying out their duties correctly.  The Association had received £4,000 from Sir Simon Day and the floor, roof and other items are to be renovated.  Sir Simon will open the pool on 29th May.  The Association will be looking for further volunteers to do foyer duty.
Cllr Clark – Noted that there has been further ‘land grab’ on the Berry at the top end where someone has cleared away a section of undergrowth to place a boat trailer and the clerk is to liaise with District legal as to action to take.  Discussion took place with regard to the compost heap behind the hedges also.

Cllr. Coulson arrived at the meeting.

Cllr Coulson – Noted that Allenhayes to Devon Road steps the mountings of the railing have broken away and are floating free.
Cllr Mrs Lidstone – Advised that the other railing has still not been mended even though the clerk has chased County. 

Cllr Long – The hedge is growing over the pavement at the junction and the property in question is Cross Gardens which belongs to District Council.  The Clerk is to highlight this problem and enquire when grass cutting is to commence.  The Design Panel on Tuesday 20th April will be held for Moult Lodge as part of pre application discussion with planners and he is attending as Town Council representative.  With the holiday season commencing the issue of drugs will be highlighted with police.   
Cllr Dilling – Has supplied a photograph of the old sign that used to note the entrance to Salcombe.  
655. CLERK’S REPORT

· Works under contract in Bonaventure and Redfern Woods have been completed as have the additional works in the cemeteries.  Outstanding difference in the cemeteries and Iain Randall and Keiran are to be applauded and there are now only a couple of issues to be dealt with i.e. Shadycombe shed and further extension of Bonfire Hill.
· Salcombe Town Council is to host the District Kingsbridge and Salcombe Area Parish Cluster on 24th May 2010 at 7p.m. with the Mayor chairing a very comprehensive agenda.

· John Halliday of County Highways has advised that it is legal to mark an ambulance bay.  Therefore he is cautious that a First Responders vehicle needs to be either in the ownership or donated to the NHS Trust (Ambulance) and there would need to be a commitment to ensure continued future need of such space.

· Information has been received from Highways with regard to allowable town signs but further discussion is needed with the appropriate officer to enquire whether Town Council can place a sign adjacent to the road which does not comply with any of their rules.

· Notification has been received of the annual External Audit which has been called for 21st June 2010.

· Request received by District for Salcombe Festival to use the Whitestrand Car Park on 11th – 13th June 2010.

· Template permit has been issued to Salcombe Information Centre for the parking of vehicles for longer periods to be charged at £1.00 per day when the bus is not running and £3.00 per day which it is.

· District are currently finalising the costings for the Open Spaces works to be carried out in Salcombe Town and once these are received works will continue.  They have however asked for the dragon’s teeth along the edge of the Berry to be expedited.  

· Copy letter dated 8th April 2010 from Kingsbridge & Salcombe Chamber of Commerce to Chris Lucas of District parking highlighting concerns that there is no commuter parking facility in the town.

· Letter dated 12th April 2010 from Salcombe Yacht Club offering Honorary Membership to Councillors on Wednesday evenings following Town Council meetings for ‘such period as the Committee shall determine’.

656. WORKING PARTIES

· Finance – Agreed to meet after 4.30 any day.
· Open Spaces –Management Reports awaited.

· Planning – Ongoing application pre meetings.
657. REPORTS FROM COMMITTEES AND OTHER RELEVANT MEETINGS.
Cllr. King advised that a Park & Ride meeting had taken place with meter providers and he was awaiting a quote.  He noted also that the P&R notification board is far too low and suggested the working party consider such signs as it was noted that some people are turning into Batson Hill.  The Salcombe Information Centre are going to replace their notice board but have had a very low uptake on sponsoring it and are currently trying to get more revenue.  A timetable for the 606 is also needed. 

The Mayor advised that the Information Centre had enquiries from people wishing to purchase one week parking in the P&R and therefore they are to be allowed to give out permits for £3.00 per day if the bus is running and £1.00 per day if bus is not running and they will take 10% of income generated for administration. 
The Mayor advised that he will be attending Follaton House for a meeting with Ken Carter with regard to future maintenance of Open Spaces.
