739. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

Members declared personal or prejudicial interests, including the nature and extent of such interests that they may have in any items to be considered at this meeting as follows:
· Cllrs Moore and Wheeler declared a personal interest in planning application 1330/10.
740. OPEN FORUM
No members of the public being present this was dispensed with.
741. MINUTES
The Minutes of the meeting dated 9th June 2010 were amended by councillors so that the final paragraph of the Open Forum read ‘David Stevens openly criticised the decision of the Standards Committee and read a pre prepared statement which made some serious allegations against certain councillors. The Mayor then asked for a copy of this statement to be entered in to the public record and Mr Stevens refused.  Mr Stevens and Mrs Tabiner then left the meeting.’ before being approved by council and then duly signed by the Mayor as a true and correct record. 
742. PLANNING APPLICATIONS: 
Town Council observations:

· 0296/10/F WITHDRAWN Resubmission of 41/1326/09/F for two storey extension to provide store associated with existing shop and first floor residential flat 77a Fore Street, Salcombe

· 0810/10/F WITHDRAWN Householder application for loft conversion, including dormer window and Juliette balcony 6 Knowle Court, Knowle Road, Salcombe TQ8 8EH

· 1257/10/F Alterations to approved permission 41/0983/08/F to include an additional window, minor alterations to fenestrations, additional area to subterranean level with additional window Brackenwood, De Courcy Road, Salcombe TQ8 8LQ – Mr S. Cameron – Objection.  This development is felt to be out of keeping with the character of the area.  Such would be visually unacceptable in AONB and Coastal Preservation and would affect the setting due to its bulk and scale .
· 1259/10/F Retrospective householder application for reduction in eaves height of existing garage 9under construction) and replacement of flat roof with pitched roof clad in natural slates 13 Shadycombe Road, Salcombe TQ8 8DX – Applicant Mr G Barker – Objection.  Town Council question the designation of householder application due to the house and gardens, which include the garage, being under separate legal titles part of which is owned by a company and indicates that the transfer was carried out for commercial reasons.  If it is commercial reasons then such application should be an ordinary and not householder application.  This is an inappropriate development close to adjacent properties as the structure has been moved closer to each side property.  Such changes affect the street scene and it is noted that these works were carried out after the implementation of the Conservation Area extension albeit they were commenced before.  With increased vehicle movements on the site and changes to the vehicular access Town Council feel such is not included in permitted development rights.  Contact with Devon Highways planning indicates they were not consulted on this application and such plans that were being implemented on this site.  There is a question over drainage from both the parking site and the garage as in fact such run off appears to go directly on to the highway.  No indication of a soakaway or drainage connected to sewers is given.  Town Council would also bring to Highways attention and planning officers the fact that soffits and barge boards overhang into the highway and neighbouring properties.  
· 1307/10/F Householder application for construction of single garage and parking 15 Kingsale Road, Salcombe TQ8 8AS – Applicant Mr & Mrs Shillingford – No objection.
· 1326/10/F Householder application for first floor extension incorporating new hipped roof.  Terrace extension The Bluff, Bolthead, Salcombe TQ8 8LN – Applicant Clive Povey – No objection.
· 1330/10/F Householder application for revised proposals for conversion of loft to single bedroom to include dormer window on rear 6 Knowle Court Road, Salcombe TQ8 8EH – Applicant Mr A. Tucker – Objection.  It is appreciated there is suggestion of reduction in dormer windows and obscuring of windows.  However such patio doors with Juliet balcony onto Knowle Court exiting from a bedroom would change the look and view of the property when regarded from outside.   Such proposed changes to pipework on the rear of the property are believed inappropriate and would affect such property below.  The interior restructuring includes moving a kitchen and breaking into the dining room/lounge which places the kitchen above a bedroom below which is unneighbourly.  With the addition of sound proofing it is asserted there will still be non compatible movement noise to the detriment of the property below and therefore such change unacceptable to the wellbeing and enjoyment of the below owner.

743. THE BERRY – POST FENCING

This matter was DEFERRED whilst Town Council seek legal advice as to the perimeter ownership boundary.

744. REPORTS FROM DISTRICT COUNCILLORS
It was noted that Dist. Cllrs. Carter and Coulson agreed approval for a flat roof under delegated powers.
Dist. Cllr. Coulson explained that he was chasing Roger Croad the Chair of the Prosperity Group (the working party that accepted the Harbour Master’s report into the crane) seeking clarification on the information that was considered for this decision.  He is also in dialogue with David Incoll the CEO about the lack of consultation.

The Mayor asked Dist. Cllr. Carter for his personal stance on the introduction of the boat crane and he advised he agreed with the decision made.  

745. MAYORS REPORT
The Mayor advised that the inauguration of the new Fire Engine had taken place and that following the ceremony the crew were called out and thus those present saw them in action too.
A requiem mass was held for the Catholic priest and the Mayor duly attended representing Salcombe.

He went on to note that the MP Sarah Wollaston had attended a meeting in Salcombe with harbour workers to discuss the boat crane concerns.  The Mayor had been most impressed with her representation and she had extended an invite to Salcombe to make a delegation and visit her at Whitehall.  

District is putting together a policy committee of 13 people with regard to maintenance of parks and open spaces.  Kingsbridge Town Council has put themselves forward as the representative.  However all Mayors from the other towns believe that all towns should be represented.  He acknowledged that 5 mayors might slow the policy generation down but would increase implementation in time.  Town Councillors supported this belief being put forward to District.  The Mayor advised he had asked the Clerk to print out District Accounts for 2008, 2009 and 2010 so that he could compare spending and look for solutions.  

746. COUNCILLORS REPORTS
Cllr Mrs Lidstone – Noted that the safety barriers on Batson Road had collapsed around the hole being worked on by ‘McGuinness’ and were thus a danger.  She requested that at the top of Courtney Park a replacement bench be installed.  The Clerk noted that this site had been earmarked and it is hoped that people wishing to donate commemorative benches would fill this gap.   The Clerk is also to check on a request made by the Harrisons who wrote to ask about placing a bench on North Sands.  Having previously noted the flower bed opposite the Beehives contained no flowers it had now been planted out.  Cllrs. Hatch, Long and Mrs Lidstone met to discuss the placement of a boat for the flower display, Yarde Nursery is going to supply flowers and Salcombe Garden Service is to water and maintain.  
Cllr King – Noted that the Shadycombe Cemetery work was all spoilt due to piles of bonfire waste as this makes the area look scruffy.  The same was also noted at Bonfire Hill Cemetery.  Tony the roadsweeper had done a good job on weeding at Beedon but the grass cutting still had not been done.  He went on to note that on festival weekend walking up Fore Street was wonderful.  However an accident had since occurred when an older gentleman tried to dodge a car and had fallen and they needed to collect him from Derriford Hospital.  Therefore he felt the road should close from June – August.  The Mayor suggested that perhaps Town Council could speak to John Halliday about another sort of traffic calming.  On a final point Cllr. King noted that for traders he suggested the three parking places outside ‘Bashams’ as allocated parking for trucks unloading.  
Cllr. Wheeler -  In response he felt that the railings down from the Information Centre seemed suitable for an unofficial unloading place.    Cllr. Coulson suggested that Town Council request John Halliday come down and walk the area with him.  Cllr. Wheeler further noted the super modern glass houses and had asked others in the community whether thought they were appropriate?  During one such conversation with a developer he challenged whether there was a move by designers towards such.  The response was that the owners wished a traditional property but the planning officers insisted on contemporary design.  

Cllr Hatch – Noted that the Salcombe Festival made a profit/broke even and thus have what they started with having paid for everything.  The grass cutting on Herbert Road he noted had not been done at all this year.  Also the Rugby Club hedge was overgrowing the pavement in Herbert Road.  On a signage point he enquired whether commercial advertising signs can be removed when on private property?  Also how do Town Council stand with regard to ‘A’ type and blackboards on Fore Street and people advertising on pavements?  Bonfire Hill cemetery it was reported by the funeral directors that a granite plaque and container had gone missing  
Cllr. Long – Noted that with regard to Collaton Road although the development of a building on farmland has been taken up with planning enforcement the building is now up.  At Onslow Road, District cleared around the bench but the hedgerow is still growing out and it is believed this is a District hedge.  There still remains a question over waste bags in the town, although greatly improved, at Cross Gardens park a number of bags had been dumped and the gulls had made a mess (lobster, crab etc) and it is believed this is holiday people leaving their refuse by public bins.  There was also an issue with someone playing with dogs in Cross Garden and Cllr Long had approached and advised such person.  The response had not been favourable so he took a photo of the person and dog.  Cllr. Long noted he will be sending an email to Steve Munday and Alan Robinson on the Vanguard questioning them on their consultation with Town Council on such permitted development applications and any farm and agriculture developments where discussions/work start without Town Council knowing, or any previously contentiously applications being discussed prior to contact with Town Council.  He wished to ascertain how matters are selected for pre application discussions and how others are not coming forward to Town Council.  Finally he gave a reminder that a beach clean was this Sunday between 10 and 12noon covering Batson Creek and over at Scobles Point with Nigel Mortimer organising and asked for town councillors to be involved.  Another is scheduled in September.

Cllr. Dilling – Noted in Bonfire Cemetery by the shed that the milk thistle is too high.

747. CLERK’S REPORT
· Copy letter addressed to District CEO David Incoll from Sarah Wollaston MP in relation to the Batson (Creek Car Park) existing boat crane.

· Road Closure 21st June – 23rd June 2010.  Roads affected: Bennett Road, Salcombe for Utility works.

· Notification of a survey being carried out of the Voluntary and Community Sector in Devon to be responded to by 30th June 2010.  Address to take part www.pfa-research.com/ccd

· Email passed to Grants Working Group from Salcombe Lighting Committee for Christmas lights.
· South West Water issues leaks adjacent to Fortescue Arms – 1829709 and maintenance of land opposite Batson Creek – 1830087 reported and logged.  Also an email sent to South West Water to request a representative to attend Town Council to cover water/pipe/sewage issues in the town.  Now advised that the repair works adjacent to Fortescue Arms are to take place Tuesday 29th June due to busy tourist activity over weekend.
· Early notification of an Emergency Planning Event wherein parish/town councils can discuss with professionals how they can be more resilient during emergencies such as snow, flood etc.  Date of meeting Thursday 23rd September 2010.

· Councillors previously requested to be advised of the rota for the District mechanical sweeper.  It is expected that such will be in Salcombe during this week and thereafter every 6-8 weeks.  The rota covers from Woolwell down to Salcombe and works on a rolling basis the shorter period during summer due to less leaf and debris fall.

· Councillors were advised that the architect for Habour/Marine Hotel wished to apprise town council of some changes they have made before submitting an application.  Thus a date and time was suggested and the Clerk is to finalise.
