591. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST
Members declared personal or prejudicial interests, including the nature and extent of such interests that they may have in any items to be considered at this meeting
· Cllr. Hatch declared a personal and prejudicial interest in the following planning applications 0182/10, 0205/10 and 0222/10
· Cllr. Moore declared a personal interest in the following planning applications 0182/10, 0190/10, 0205/10 and  0222/10.
592. OPEN FORUM
No members of the public being in attendance this was dispensed with 
593. MINUTES
The Minutes of the meeting dated 10th February 2010 were amended to read ‘to not remove evergreen oak...’ before being approved by all councillors and duly signed by the Mayor as a true and correct record.  
594. PLANNING APPLICATIONS:
· 2249/09/F WITHDRAWN Householder application for conversion of existing workshop to provide additional accommodation.  Extend/modify existing terrace adjacent to workshop.  Raise ridge height of existing buildings with new rooflights and window gable Slade House, Forster Road, Salcombe

· 0009/10/F FURTHER PLANS with changes proposed shown and ridge height noted - Householder application for extensions to northwest and southwest elevations with new pedestrian access and timber decked balcony Windrush Cottage, Herbert Road, Salcombe – Mr A. Ralston – No objection now such ridge height has been confirmed.
· 0165/10/F Householder application for amendments to roof covering (including minor increase in height) cladding and windows Tumbly Hill, Devon Road, Salcombe – Mrs B. Lafferty: Objection.  Councillors will defer their decision as the plans do not state the specific ridge height and they wish clarification of ‘marginal’.
· 0173/10/F Householder application for quay steps and improvements to include Boat lift Underdeck, Cliff Road, Salcombe – Mr I. Forrest-Jones – Objection on the visual impact of this proposal to the foreshore.  Town Council would prefer to see the use of galvanised steel steps attached to the wall not onto the foreshore and felt that davits on the sea wall would be more in keeping with this area.  Responses are sought from the Environment Agency and Natural England together with South West Water due to the close proximity of the sewer pipe.  
Cllr. Hatch left the meeting whilst the following application was considered.

· 0182/10/F Householder application for resubmission of 41/1429/09/F for engineering works to land adjoining Forster Road, The Old Sail Loft, Bonfire Hill, Salcombe – Mr & Mrs G. Palmer: No objection.  
· 0190/10/F Householder application for extension and alteration of existing property Summerleaze, Drake Road, Salcombe – Mr J. Slater: Objection.  Such increase in the ridge height is unacceptable and as such the proposal is an overdevelopment of the site creating a visually intrusive impact on street scene and from various locations of the town.  Such impact on the neighbours would also be unacceptable.
Cllr. Hatch left the meeting whilst the following application was discussed.

· 0205/10/F Application for removal or variation of Condition G (ancillary accommodation) of permission 41/1559/95/3 (to allow permanent residential occupation) Shadycombe Lodge, Shadycombe Road, Salcombe – Mr & Mrs M. Logan: Defer decision to Planning Officer.  Town Council feel that as this ancillary accommodation is already in situ this application is a policy consideration better dealt with by District.
· 0207/10/F Demolition and replacement of dwelling Moulthaven Coach House, Moult Hill, Salcombe – Mr J. Matthews: Objection.  A previous approval increased the footprint and volume/mass of such property by 80%.  This application seeks to increase the footprint and volume/mass by another 40% on the current footprint but the volume/mass by adding another floor is 100%.  Thus this further proposal is an overdevelopment of the site that renders the property no longer subservient to adjacent Moult Haven.  The increase in ridge height is believed unacceptable and such development out of keeping with the locality further compounded by the increase in footprint, glass and change in building character.
· 0221/10/F Retrospective householder application to repair and rebuild storm damaged store barn to create two store barns and new pedestrian access Long Park Cottage, Higher Batson, Salcombe – Mrs M. Rowe: No objection.
Cllr Hatch left the meeting whilst the following application was considered.
· 0222/10/F Householder application for replacement of flat felt roof over garages and passageway at 1 and 2 Rockvale, Knowle Road, Salcombe – Mr R. Yarwood and Mr & Mrs J. Dunman: No objection.
· 0225/10/LB Listed Building Consent for alterations and extension to dwelling 15 Courtenay Street, Salcombe – Mr R. Brooke: No objection.
· 0233/10/F Replacement dwelling with new vehicular and pedestrian access Beaufort and Scale, Beadon Road, Salcombe – Mr & Mrs D. West: Objection.  No height is given for the close boarded fence and only a 1.2m height would be acceptable.  There is overuse of glass in both the SW and SE gable elevations and it is suggested that the fenestration and facing treatment should be of a different material and the wide boarding should be continued on the SE first floor elevation to reduce the impact on its visibility and the streetscene.  Balustrading should be glass only or timber support and glass but no stainless steel supports, again to reduce visual impact.  On demolition of the property there should be a condition that retaining walls should be built immediately to prevent any possible subsidence of adjacent pavements and roadway.  It is suggested from local knowledge and due to such bat survey being unable to establish that there were no bats that the roof should be designed to allow bat access as this property is close to a wooded area and adjacent to Hangar Marsh.  No indication of a landscaping plan or maintenance has been provided and such is sought before approval.  The area requires that a condition ensures that the new access road should be constructed firstly to ensure all materials, site equipment and vehicles are contained on the site rather than allowing parking on Beadon Road and Lane and causing obstruction as experienced previously in this area.

595. STOKENHAM PILOT QUESTIONNAIRE

The Town Clerk left the room whilst this item was discussed as she is also Parish Clerk to Stokenham Parish Council.

A discussion on the pilot undertaken by Stokenham Parish Council took place and it was AGREED that Salcombe Town Council would be prepared to take on such devolved or delegated services and they responded to the Devon Association of Parish Councils’ questionnaire accordingly.

596. COUNCIL MEETINGS

It was AGREED to leave the meeting frequency and format as it currently stands.
597. BRASS PLAQUE – REDFERN WOODS

It was AGREED that costings be sought for a replacement plaque.
598. PARK & RIDE

It was AGREED to run the service from the Park & Ride field to the Salcombe Information Centre with only drop off and pick up at the Information Centre with no waiting.  Times as per the bus timetable produced by South Hams.  
599. REPORTS FROM DISTRICT COUNCILLORS
Nothing to report.
600. MAYORS REPORT
The Mayor advised that he had received a request from the  Mayor of Cabourg with regard to a 40th Anniversary twinning visit some time between the 31st May to 3rd June 2010 and the Mayor, Roger Moore, advised that he together with other Town Council representatives will make themselves available to meet such guests.
601. COUNCILLORS REPORTS
Cllr. Mrs Furness – Offered a vote of confidence for the two Salcombe District Councillors as she felt that at the last meeting there had been some disparaging comments from the public which were not warranted nor supported.  All councillors present agreed that they fully supported this request.

The ‘No Dogs’ sign at St. Dunstans Road play area has been removed.  Also the street sign for Main Road has never been replaced since building works were carried out.  The Clerk is to advise District.

Cllr. Clark – Advised that a wall had been knocked down at Batson and the Clerk advised that as County had been unable to ascertain who had caused this damage they had currently scheduled such work to be done by County.

There is a tree down behind Motherhill Farm which needs removing from the footpath.   There were also concerns raised for drainage on this section of path.  

Cllr Wheeler – Noted that he had been approached by a local business with regard to recycling bins being placed on the on Town Council Park and Ride and he had requested them to write formally or attend a Town Council meeting to discuss.
602. CLERK’S REPORT

· Letter dated 8th February from resident highlighting that the footpath through the Crofts has become a quagmire where it meets the diverted path at Vine House.  Councillors to visit the site and ascertain whether any works in this area have caused such problem.
· Notification from a resident dated 16th February 2010 advising that the road surface at the bottom of Coronation Road and along Shadycombe Road to the junction with Batson Hill has eroded and such resident had taken a fall.  Clerk to advise County.

· Letter dated 17th February from resident enquiring whether speed gun was used in Salcombe and raising concerns for speeding and cars parking overhanging pavements forcing pedestrians into the road.  Matter to again be raised with police.

· Notification that further works have been carried out by Silvanus on behalf of Western Power Distribution on trees in the ownership of Salcombe Town Council at The Berry to clear such away from cables.

· Email from a resident and shop owner raising views on any suggestion to close Fore Street during the summer to vehicles.  Noted and placed with questionnaire slips to be reviewed in due course.

· Letters dated 10th and 11th February from James Stubbs Head of District Property Services and Ian Gibson Harbourmaster together with a copy letter dated 4th February from Cllr. Julian Brazil as Chairman of Salcombe Harbour Board all in relation to letters sent by Salcombe Town Council with regard to Salcombe Jubilee Pier.

· Further email dated 23rd February from Peter Ball Environment Officer at the Environment Agency thanking Town Council for notification of their concerns with regard to the public sewer in the vicinity of the Jubilee Pier and advising that a meeting has been sent up between EA, the Water Company and Harbour Master to discuss such issue.  Town Clerk has requested Town Council representation.
· Letter dated 9th February 2010 from Devon & Somerset Fire & Rescue Service highlighting their Home Alone publication and advising of free safety visits.  Article to be put in Town Council newsletter.

· Letter dated 19th February 2010 requesting permission to erect a commemorative bench in Salcombe for applicants parents and offering to pay all costs.
· Email dated 22nd February 2010 from resident highlighting the new Salcombe entrance signage and requesting a more fitting design.
