624. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST
Members declared personal or prejudicial interests, including the nature and extent of such interests that they may have in any items to be considered at this meeting
· Cllr. Coulson wished it noted that he has no interest in any planning application, declaring neither a prejudicial nor personal interest.  He will thus speak on applications but will not vote on recommendations.  He further noted that by virtue of being a District Councillor he was precluded from volunteering to attend planning site meetings for Town Council
· Cllr. Clark declared a personal interest in applications 0296/10/F, 0431/10/F, 0446/10/F and 0460/10/F.
· Cllr Long declared a personal interest in application 0393/10/F.
625. OPEN FORUM
No members of the public being in attendance this was dispensed with and the police were invited to give a report.
Pc Mullen advised that there was nothing significant to report since he attended full council 2 weeks ago although the outlying areas had kept them busy with minor matters.  He highlighted that PCSO Gibson would be holding a police surgery at the Church on 3rd April.  The police had been working closely over the past 18th months with TOR homes in one of the villages where a family that had been particularly troublesome.  Due to this initiative they had been to Torquay County Court with TOR Homes and secured a 3 year suspended eviction order.  It was noted that such disagreeable behaviour can cumulatively build and cause much distress to those people close by.  In relation to marine crime they are starting a publicity campaign advising people to observe marine security and keep crime figures down.  They have also been out continuing with speed monitoring at Beedon Cross and although no tickets were issued their presence acts as a deterrent.  A question was raised with regard to marine crime as to whether traffic are to be involved in such observation i.e. stopping vans etc to check for moving stolen goods.  Sgt. Corkhill advised that the Automatic Plate Recognition Team and Traffic Team have been bid for and are to be out there too.  

Pc Mullen and Sgt Corkhill left the meeting.

626. MINUTES
The Minutes of the meeting dated 10th March 2010 were approved by all councillors and duly signed by the Mayor as a true and correct record.
627. PLANNING APPLICATIONS: 
· 0270/10/F Householder application to remove existing shed and replace with enlarged shed in different location.  New gate to parking area for No.33 and relocation of garden shed in garden of No.32 – 32 and 33 Ember Road, Salcombe – Applicant Mr G. Prins : No objection.
· 0282/10/F Resubmission of householder application of 41/2206/09/F for proposed velux roof windows 88 Fore Street, Salcombe – Applicant Mr & Mrs Smith : Objection.  Visual aspect of roof is inappropriate development in a conservation area.  Insufficient head room and space for accommodation and area stated as mezzanine should only be used for storage therefore insulation of velux and roof windows are in appropriate for a loft area.  Town Council would question that an approach be made to Building Regulations with regard to inappropriate access ladder and questions with regard to fire regulations.
· 0296/10/F Resubmission of 41/1326/09/F for two storey extension to provide store associated with existing shop and first floor residential flat 77a Fore Street, Salcombe – Applicant Messrs E & D Basham : Objection.  Overdevelopment of site in a Conservation Area and there is no amenity space.  This development would adversely impact the streetscene and there would be a loss of sunlight in adjacent properties under the 45 degree rule.  Town Council also question the access to the bin storage area which affects Town Council’s adjacent parking area, party wall (copy Conveyance will be posted).  This property has a third storey already and this proposal would visually increase the impact.
· 0326/10/F Householder application for alteration and extension to dwelling Lower Magdala House, Devon Road, Salcombe – Applicant Mr and Mrs Tripp : Objection as in a Conservation Area there is a wish to see wooden windows to return such to being in keeping with rest of house and where the roof becomes part of the flat above that the galvanised railings are extended.  With the percentage of previous development is it felt that this is overdevelopment.
· 0328/10/F Householder application for construction of a new boat (canoe/kayak) store Underdeck, Cliff Road, Salcombe – Applicant Mr I. Forest-Jones : Objection as this application intends to clad in copper when as it stands just above the sea wall it is felt that it should be cedar clad so it visually blends down and such roof pitch should be reduced so that it does not protrude above such sea wall.
· 0331/10/F Householder application for re-submission of application reference 41/2191/09/F for loft conversion, erection of dormers, replacement of windows and general upgrade to existing house Restcot, 1 Raleigh Road, Salcombe – Applicant Mr D. Sadler : No objection.  
· 0393/10/F Householder application for replacement single garage with double garage 12a Beadon Road, Salcombe TQ8 8LX – Applicant Mr R. Summerton : No objection.
· 0431/10/F Householder application for alteration and extension to the existing balcony and deck area Cheesewring, Sandhills Road, Salcombe – Applicant Mr and Mrs Jansen : No objection. So long as the materials stated in the plans are those used.
· 0446/10/F Renewal of planning permission 41/0630/07 for replacement house Start House, Devon Road, Salcombe – Applicant Mr & Mrs R. Fairbairn : Objection  This is felt to be an overdevelopment of the site and the area classed as site/playroom is an inappropriate style adjacent to the Conservation Area.  The style is not in keeping with the redefined Conservation Area and such balconies viewed from behind are of an overbearing nature.  The mass of building is felt to be inappropriate.
· 0447/10/LB Listed Building consent for internal and external alterations to first floor accommodation 3a Island Terrace, Salcombe – Applicant – Mr & Mrs Vaille : Objection.  This property is clearly within the Conservation Area and as a Listed Building Town Council would prefer to see wooden windows not uPVC.
· 0460/10/F Householder application for extension to dwelling Athlestan, Onslow Road Salcombe – Applicant – Mr R. Stevens : Objection.  This is an overdevelopment of the site by its mass, bulk and footprint due to the back garden being infilled with development previously.  The plans show an extension that was approved but such permission was removed when further planning was approved so this is misleading.  This proposal would contribute to an 85% increase in footprint, square footage and bulk.
TREE PRESERVATION ORDER – GRANT OF CONDITIONAL CONSENT

· TPO 086 Reg. No: 2995 Site: Castle Combe, Sandhills Road, Salcombe – Consent to fell 2 x Beech.  Conditional on replanting 1 Sweet Chestnut at location of removed trees.  Town Council noted that the agreed works are very much what they had requested.
· TPO 447 (No. 23) Reg: 3000 Site: Firwood Cottage, Sharpitor, South Sands Consent to: Crown raise to 4m above ground Monterey Cypress, Crown clean, removing deadwood.  Remove second major  lateral limb on further Monterey Cypress, crown clean, removing deadwood.

WORKS TO TREE PRESERVATION ORDER TREES – GRANT OF EXEMPTION

· TPO 086 Reg No: 3020 Site: Merryvale, Main Road, Salcombe – Works 2x Sycamore – Fell.  Conditional on replanting of 2 x Sweet Chestnut at location of removed trees.  It was noted that these were works identified and requested by County Council.
TREE PRESERVATION ORDER 2009 – CONFIRMED AS MODIFIED

· TPO 838 (No. 61) Trees of whatever species on land to the SW of Beadon Road, Salcombe

628. TQ RECYCLING BINS IN PARK AND RIDE

Council were concerned with such siting of the proposed bins and subsequent clearing of any fly-tipping.  It was noted that District could not manage to keep the boat park area clear and it was felt that this was the wrong place to site such area.  Most were in agreement that this service was a good idea but there were concerns with regard to screening.  Also if such screening was put in place people would not be seen if they were fly tipping and the Park & Ride already suffers from such without the provision of bins.  Set hours for TQ to enter for collection and for those using such service were discussed.  There was a concern also that after the Park & Ride service stops who would be responsible for any fly tipping clearance.  It was suggested that TQ might be better served discussing storage of bin on the garage area.   
The proposal from TQ Recycling that they be allowed to place locked business recycling bins in the town council Park and Ride and that TQ in turn would provide refuse bins for the Town Council was REJECTED due to the points raised above.
629. TOWN HALL BUILDING
It was AGREED to accept the quote from such preferred contractor for the external painting of the lower section of the Town Hall building to ensure the works are completed before the holiday season.
630. MALBOROUGH SKATE PARK
It was AGREED to grant Three Thousand Pound (£3,000) towards the Malborough Skate Park, all in favour.
631. INTERNAL AUDIT AND RISK ASSESSMENT

Councillors considered the requirements of the internal audit and whether their current risk assessment addresses such and AGREED that they wished the internal auditor to review the Park & Ride receipts and payments.
632. ANNUAL LARGER LOCAL COUNCILS CONFERENCE
Councillors AGREED the Clerk’s attendance at the annual conference for updating and training at a cost of £320.00.

633. CONSULTATION ON SELF REGULATION FOR BUILDING REGULATIONS

The attached response was RATIFIED having been circulated to all councillors previously.  It was noted that electrical, gas work, plumbing and window fitting had specific designated regulations.  As these have their own regulations and controls they are professionally reviewed and as such can self regulate.    The consultation questions whether there are other areas of building that could self regulate and these are the matters dealt with.  
634. PARK & RIDE

It was AGREED to request new signage be organised by Tally Ho displaying the current parking charges and bus usage arrangements and any changes needed to the main sign coming  into town as it is too small and ambiguous.   
635. REPORTS FROM DISTRICT COUNCILLORS
Dist. Cllr. Coulson reported on training session with Mike Munson on 18th March on predetermination and material considerations for planning.  He also spoke on enforcement.  District Councillors had attended a site meeting this afternoon on The Croft and Dist Cllr Coulson felt Salcombe had, had a fair deal from District as they recognise that there is a problem here with sites.  Salcombe were given more time and more public consultation and he and Dist Cllr. Carter approached District Councillors to ascertain if they had personal knowledge of The Croft site and requested a quorum to attend.  District councillors attending felt it was a worthwhile meeting and were grateful that they did attend.Dist. Cllr. Coulson continued that the scrutiny team had been considering how things are done at District.  The generating of ideas and bringing such up to the Executive did not seem to help Executive but it was felt that scrutiny should be involved after policy is developed to continue to monitor how such is implemented.Dist. Cllr. Carter outlined how the meeting involving the Site Allocation DPD would be implemented on the following day and what District Councillors intended to do. 

636. MAYORS REPORT
The Mayor advised that he had emailed a short summary he had prepared to Town Councillors and this he intended to be given to District Councillors at tomorrows District meeting if all town councillors approved.   This briefing contained informative notes that could be used by Town Council to be further worked on for the future inspector’s consideration if necessary.  Town Councillors agreed such action.  

In relation to the forthcoming Parish Cluster meeting in May the Mayor suggested hosting this meeting and requesting a presentation on the Site Allocation DPD process and progress and how Town Council can input into it on its way to adoption.
637. COUNCILLORS REPORTS
Cllr. Mrs Furness – Enquired after the ‘Main Road’ sign.  She went on to request that town council instigate works to ensure the fountain working as the fire brigade had kindly been and cleared it.  The electrics needed attention and Cllr. Hatch is to request Nick Tee’s assistance.  Cllr. Mrs Furness also advised that there would be a fundraising event in Malborough village hall on Monday with funds towards the Salcombe Regatta. 
Cllr. Mrs Lidstone – Noted that the handrail on the lane reported last meeting is now bent!  She had gone to South Pool Church to view and take pictures of the stained glass window that was supposed to depict Salcombe but was disappointed that this had been removed.  Following an approach to Bobby Fulcher it was felt that if an official request was made she would be glad to design a town sign. 
Cllr Coulson – Advised of the proposed visit by MP Sarah Woolaston who wishes to ascertain what is going on in Salcombe and therefore would like to speak with town councillors about town problems.  Julian Brazil and Jeff Beer, also parliamentary candidates are to be advised of this visit and afforded such courtesy should they wish to attend town council.
Cllr. Hatch – At the entrance at Woodcot Cliff Road flytipping has taken place.  Having attended the Salcombe Festival meeting he confirmed that it would be going ahead this year.  With reference to the Stihl Cutter mentioned in the Risk Assessment earlier he advised that this should be serviced regularly if people are using it and especially if they are volunteers relying on town council equipment.  

Cllr Long – Noted that three councillors had been involved in works on the Berry pitch where it was noted that they were being cut without permission.  The branches had been chopped and therefore there were arrangements to have them cut properly per agreement with the District Tree Officer and Cllr Ian Hatch kindly volunteered and carried out these necessary works.  

638. CLERK’S REPORT

· Email received advising that the Normandy Plaque has received three coats of paint and is being left to settle before the lettering is picked out.  This will be done later in April.
· Copy letter dated 12th March 2010 from Kingsbridge Town Council to the Leader of District Council raising their concerns on the possible adverse impact if a long term solution is not found to maintain the ferry usage of Jubilee Pier.
· Town Council have received the signed copy of the Terms and Conditions of use of the Berry by the Salcombe Town Football Club together with payment of the peppercorn rent.

· Letter dated 17th March 2010 highlighting the increase by 74% over two years to £1350 of the reserved parking in Shadycombe and noting that previous representations to District have not been heard.  
· Advised councillors that the P3 grant monies held for some considerable time are to be used on the Splat Cove stone and part fund towards the proposed steps.  Any further monies then needed will be grant funded through this years P3 grant.  
· Notification received that the Salcombe Town Council External Auditor appointed is Wayne Rickard of Audit Commission.

· Road Closure 7-11th June 2010 Roads affected: Fore Street, Cliff Street, Salcombe from the Quarter Deck to Kudos Software Ltd.

· Letter from District advising of the revision of the Conservation Area Boundary and thus the inclusion of Shadycombe Cemetery.

· Letter from Cliff House Trust noting that Town Council will not be using their premises for the Civic Dinner and hoping that the function will return to Cliff House in future years.

· Notification of External Audit received advising that such audit will take place on 21st June 2010.

· Container Rental Contract for bin at Bonfire Hill Cemetery received for April 2010 to March 2011 and in view of the TQ decision above will be signed accordingly.

· Resume received from District of works to be done under Open Spaces monies from District.  These have been checked against original list and comments noted thereon.

· Email dated 23rd March 2010 from John Richardson-Dawes of County Council Transport Co-ordinator advising that the budget for bus service support in 2010/2011 is being reduced by £286,000 and thus a number of service reductions are to be implemented.  Frequency will be reduced rather than complete service withdrawals although in some cases the bus company has taken on such service commercially, it does not advise if Salcombe has such cover.  The F17 service covering Salcombe will also increase the flat rate fare from £2.00 to £2.80 and £2.15 to £3.00.  To take effect on 19th April 2010.
