518. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST
Members declared personal or prejudicial interests, including the nature and extent of such interests that they may have in any items to be considered at this meeting
· Cllr. Coulson wished it noted that he has no interest in any planning application, declaring neither a prejudicial nor personal interest.  He will thus speak on applications but will not vote on recommendations.  He further noted that by virtue of being a District Councillor he was precluded from volunteering to attend planning site meetings for Town Council

· Cllr. Long declared a personal interest in application 1954/09 being a close neighbour.
· Cllr. Moore declared a personal interest in application 1980/09
520. OPEN FORUM
Resident Denise Coffey from Buckley Street requested Town Council assistance and interest in taking measures to deal with two trees that have grown and are causing interference with the highway.  One large tree that has been pushing its way under Buckley Street for some time and beside this is a buddleia which has become very large.  This vegetation is blocking the way to a neighbouring property and rats have been observed living in this vicinity due to people chucking their rubbish down in this corner.  The area is adjacent to a gravelled footpath between Victoria and Buckley Street and was believed to previously have belonged to the Malborough Feoffees.  Ownership is to be investigated and action taken.  
Two other members of the public were in attendance to just listen.  Three others present were applying for co-option as councillors.

521. MINUTES
The Minutes of the meeting dated 11th November 2009 were approved by all councillors and duly signed by the Mayor as a true and correct record.  

522. CO-OPTION OF COUNCILLORS

The three applicants gave a brief resume about themselves and how they wished to contribute to Town Council.

It was AGREED to co-opt Ian Hatch, Les King and Rob Wheeler as councillors.  The Declarations of Acceptance of Office were RECEIVED and such Register of Interests will be duly completed and remitted to District forthwith.
523. PLANNING APPLICATIONS:
· 1405/09/F REVISED PLAN Conversion of cider pressing barn to studio office/store, Batson Hall Farm Cottage, Salcombe  - The removal of the septic tank was noted.
· 1934/09/F Demolition and replacement of existing dwelling Devon Court, Sandhills Road, Salcombe – Applicant Mr R. Maling – Objection.  This is a very prominent property and therefore the incorporation of natural stone should be used in the main building to provide cohesion with the natural stone used in the walls.  Particular attention should be given to the visual aspects of the east and south elevations, porch and car park area to reduce render.   The style, design and approach to rebuilding in the original footprint is as previous and thus there is no objection to the application just the visual setting.
· 1954/09/F Resubmission of householder application 41/0999/09/F for provision of garage 16 Beadon Road, Salcombe – Applicant Mr & Mrs P. Lee – No objection.
· 1955/09/F Householder application for extension to front of dwelling and internal alterations Ty Hapys, Loring Road, Salcombe – Applicant Mr R. Bellamy – Objection.  The extension protrudes to within 1.5m of the front boundary and thus affects the street scene and is overwhelming.  Concerns were also raised that such proposal appears inappropriately to reduce the entrance hall and affects the suitability of the inside of the property.
· 1967/09/F READVERTISEMENT Householder application for single storey extension to kitchen & suspended decking The Bluff, Bolthead, Salcombe – Mr C. Povey – No objection.
· 1980/09/F Resubmission of 33/1477/09/F for householder application for extension to cottage to form conservatory, and erection of garage/port and store on existing parking area Pheasant Cottage, Malborough – Application Mr D. Stevens – Town Council declined to comment on this application.

PLANNING CORRESPONDENCE

· Email dated 23rd November 2009 from Michael Lowe planner at District advising with regard to Town Councils comments on unauthorised residential conversion at Devon Blue, Raleigh Road, Salcombe which he believes has now been settled – Noted.
· Email dated 17th November 2009 with regard to a development site meeting outcome and a further request for the removal of trees - Noted.

· Email dated 25th November 2009 from planning officer Lucy Hall setting out reasons for her thoughts and response on Quiet House application – Tiled roof was suggested but applicants do not intend to alter pitch of roof and therefore it is too shallow to accommodate tiles, Ms Hall appreciates concerns on cladding but her opinion is that cladding is softer material than cladding etc.  No further comment offered.

· Little Cott review – latest revisions provided by the architect and officer requested comment.  At next planning working group this will be looked at and Cllr. Long to respond directly to Malcolm Elliott.
WORK TO TREE PRESERVATION ORDER TREES

· TPO 084 Reg. No. 2968 Site Highwood, Moult Road, Salcombe – Objection to the felling of the Monterey Cyprus due to its significance in the landscape although such removal of dead wood within the tree is accepted.  All other works are agreed.
TREE PRESERVATION ORDER : GRANT OF CONDITIONAL CONSENT

· TPO 761 (No. 54) Reg. No. 2941 Site: The Bolt, Salcombe – Consent for T1 & T2 Beech – reduce overall crown by 3m, T3 Eucalyptus – Crown reduce by one third.  Area 1 – Sycamore – fell and 4 Sycamore trees to be identified with paint prior to felling for inspection by the LPA.

524. CIVIC HOSTED FUNCTIONS

It was AGREED that a Working Party be set up to deal with all future administration of such civic gatherings with a specific budget in future but presently monies vired from the Mayor’s Allowance.

525. GRANT

It was AGREED to make a grant of £200 to the Friends of Cliff House Woods for necessary tree works to be carried out.

526. CEMETERIES
A Working Party are to review such works required within the cemeteries and this will consist of Cllrs Clark, Mrs Furness and Hatch - £2500 for software and £2500 to do works.  Scale of burial fees to return 9th Dec.
It was AGREED that:

(a)
Town Council finalise the contents of quotations and go forward to put the burial records on a database and provide a mapped plan of the layout of the cemeteries to collate all records held and seek to address any gaps in information to date to a ceiling of £2500.
(b)
following a review of charges levied by other authorities that Town Council consider setting new burial fees such breakdown and implementation to be agreed at the next meeting.

(c)
It was further AGREED that £2500 of monies already precepted for the cemeteries be used to carry out such   undergrowth maintenance as identified by the above Working Party.

527. PARK & RIDE WORKS TO PARKING AREA

It was AGREED that Town Council write to County setting out their intentions for the refurbishment of the Park & Ride area and request that the grant allocated to Salcombe be utilised to carry out this work.  A copy of this letter is to be sent to Sir Simon Day
528. REPORTS FROM DISTRICT COUNCILLORS
Dist. Cllr. Coulson – Nothing to report.

Dist. Cllr. Carter - The Gig Club had approached him to assist with applying for planning permission for their building as such expires next February 2010.  Their Lease agreement is to soon run out too and they are just looking for breathing space to allow them to find a home for the club.  
529. REPORT FROM MAYOR
The Mayor advised he had represented Town Council at the funeral of Ian Slatter a council with Totnes Town Council.
He went on to thank Cllrs. Ms Balgalvis and Mrs Roberto for all their work in compiling the recent newsletter and with regard to Remembrance Sunday thanked the ladies of the Royal British Legion and other people who had assisted on the day.  
530. REPORTS FROM COUNCILLORS
Cllr. Mrs Furness – Advised that the sign at the top of Beadon Road indicating Salcombe Swimming Pool, Redfern Health centre etc is pointing the wrong way following the high winds and is now rotating with the wind.  She went on to advised other councillors that former councillor Ann Thompson is to have a double bypass operation and all councillors sent their best wishes and collected funds to send a Get Well card.  

Cllr. Mrs Lidstone – Had received concerns from Peter Kenny-Smith again who is worried about a drain cover where they park the minibus.  The Mayor advised that he had been to the area following the Highways officer advising he could not find such and both had been unsuccessful.  An exact location will be sought before advising County again.  She went on to raise concerns that the carers are still having to pay when visiting patients in Chandlers and when visiting 3 times a day this was expensive.  A First Responder has enquired as to whether the designated parking place had been approved as and the clerk is to check with John Halliday County Highways.
Cllr. Clark – Noted works on the development at the end of Cliff Road next to Salcombe Court and asked if have they permission to close road as they wish.  No Road Closures have been received and the owner is to be advised and if nothing is done Highways will be called in.  A request for a bench halfway along with cycle path has been requested by older residents. 

531. REPORT FROM CLERK

Councillors were advised of the following:
· Email dated 19th November 2009 from resident highlighting comments on a local Blog with regard to the Housing Needs Survey.  Further email dated 18th November from a resident raising concerns with regard to housing allocation and requesting a new survey.
· Email dated 24th November 2009 from Ellie Fitzgerald, Local Events Co-ordinator of Sports Relief requesting support by hosting a Sainsburys Sport Relief Mile.  Council are currently working on local projects and declined to take part.
· Posters were placed on noticeboards advising of Women Do Business meeting at The Seven Stars, Kingsbridge 3rd December 2009.

· The landfall adjacent to Piggy Lane has been cleared and District are seeking comments as to whether Town Council are aware of anyone from Salcombe cutting back and leaving material (garden waste) next to Number 10 at this location.  It was noted that historically residents had dumped garden waste in this area for the last 25 years.

· Free Code of Conduct training is being offered by District legal on  26th November and 10th December in Dartmouth – Cllrs. Mrs Roberto, King and Hatch are to attend on 10th December.
· Letter from DAPC requesting attendance of Mayor and Clerk at a consultation on the Stokenham Pilot to be held 11th January or 19th January 2010.  Mayor and Deputy 19th January
· A complaint dated 23rd November 2009 has been received with regard to the removal of the ‘O Valiant Hearts’ hymn from the order of service on Remembrance Sunday.  The letter asserted that previously a request to remove this hymn had been on the grounds that it was ‘too warlike’.  The sender is to be advised that the change was merely due to a hymn more readily accessible and known by attendees being requested and Town Council deferred to the British Legion decision.
· John Scott of Community Council of Devon has provided two hard copies of the final report.

· A letter has been received from South Hams Citizens Advice Bureau with regard to a grant and councillors were requested to advise whether this should be given to the Finance Working Party to consider. CAB is to be requested to advise how many have received assistance in Salcombe and then this application handed to the Finance Working Party.
· An enquiry has been received as to dates for events in Salcombe and whether more up front information could be provided.  The TIC website and community diary provides such and this will be conveyed.
