2046/08/F Extension and alteration to maisonette units and new external lift shaft 52,53a and 53 Fore Street, Salcombe, TQ8 8JE – Applicant Cater Properties Ltd. – Site visit of all town council.  Objection.  Lift shaft objectionable and another group raising of eaves and ridgeline, and balcony objectionable.  Carried at site visit.

2183/08/CA Conservation Area Consent for the demolition of existing building and development of site with two storey buildings for B1/B2 use 28 Island Street, Salcombe TQ8 8DP – Applicant Mr H. St. Pier. – Stone below wood cladding below and slate roof.  Towards creek stone at lower level but shows metal cladding to first floor and roof.  Are saying that matches along Island Square but councillors felt that this was an opportunity to put something back.  Larger building should be stone at base, which it is, and good to the first floor and slate to the roof.  Support re development but objection to treatment of main building in materials.  Wood cladding to upper levels and slate if possible to roof to try and get some transition rather than continuing metal roof.  Need for consistency in both buildings on edge of industrial and opportunity to improve here and should take the opportunity.

2184/08/F Erection of new two storey building for office and boat repair use to replace the existing warehouse building and a two storey independent building to re-establish an old building that formed the east side of Island Square 28 Island Street, Salcombe TQ8 8DP – Applicant Mr H. St. Pier. – As above.

2193/08/F Resubmission of 41/0831/08/F for erection of 13 dwelling houses and associated access road Bonfire Hill North Residential Development Site, Bonfire Hill, Salcombe – Applicant Mr I. Ford – No objection.  Concerned about permeable surfaces.  Noted things that have been addressed and removing overlooking and putting open space in hands of a management plan.  Good management plan and replanting scheme for hedges etc.  Modern houses – would like more enviro standards included for run off, rainwater harvesting facilities, solar panels within some properties but would like more detail.  Increase in density challenged?  Will always be an impact but will be less now as accommodated concerns.  District must re look at s106 as increase in amount of housing – 3.  
John Carter noted that s106 was questioned when first raised.

WORKS TO TREES IN A CONSERVATION AREA

41/2132/08/TCA Proposal: Fell 1 Alder Location: The Moorings, Devon Road, Salcombe – Agreed it is inappropriate especially at the speed it is growing.  No objection.

WORKS TO TREE PRESERVATION ORDER TREES

Councillors considered and responded to the following:

TPO 373 (No.17) Register No: 2833 Site 1-3 Mount Knowle, Knowle Road, Salcombe Proposal: Crown lift 2 sweet chestnuts. – No objection to trimming to clean up but would question the height of clearance of garage, ask tree officer if 2.5 and 4m is ok.
TPO 804 (No. 55) Register No: 2820 Site: O’Sullivan House, Cliff Road, Salcombe Proposal: Trimming of overhanging branches on Holm Oak. – No objection with trimming where branches going over balcony but needs careful scrutiny from tree officer so that such works are not too brutal.  Also asking for this permission in perpetuity – not agreed!  Tree before building.

TPO 726 (No. 50) Register No: 2802 Site: Little Firs/Asman, Sandhills Road, Salcombe Consent: Pine – remove lowest branch and reduce back to a side branch in from main stem.

196. SKATEPARK

Cllr. Mrs Tabiner noted that Malborough are worried about Collaton bus stop and hopefully this area would be for those children.   Have police support.  One lady from Cumber Close very pro.  She noted that no support will be requested until they have had public meeting.  They were definite about not wanting the cycle path accessing into the skate park.

Councillors were appraised of the proposal by Malborough Parish Council and given photographs and plans, to install a Skatepark at Malborough discussed and it was AGREED that if they can address all issues, Gaynor said Salcombe could look at a little one for toddlers in Salcombe.  Idea of bowl is good but really expensive for excavation.  Co-op chain will support the park.  Salcombe Town Council will consider support for this project at a later date.  Noted that all councillors are talking personally on skateboards until such decision is decided upon when it is going ahead.
197. PRECEPT 2009/10

Salcombe holds Town Council expenditure to 2007 rates.

Cllr. Moore as Chair of the Finance Working party put forward the draft figures for the 2009/10 precept and it was AGREED £43,200 precept.

199. REPORTS FROM DISTRICT COUNCILLORS 

Dist. Cllrs have been kept in dark for last week/two due to technical problems at District.  Both did not get Marine Hotel message for the Design Panel meeting.  Cllr. Coulson nothing to report.

Dist. Cllr. Carter two remembrance services at Galmpton & Malborough and meetings.  Govt. Confirmed end of SWest Regional Assembly.  

200. REPORT FROM MAYOR
Attended a meeting of the Chamber of Commerce in King’s Arms Salcombe.  Very interesting and a talk of legal obligations that have been heaped on lawyers by this Government.  Solicitor told small businesses about problems that can occur.  Idea of Kingsbridge and Salcombe traders coming together is useful.  3-4 Salcombe traders represented and Coulson asked if any views on closure of Fore Street and their concern was trouble with distribution and getting distributors to give times of delivery being end of supply chain is hard and pointed to quite a number of problems.  Cllr. Mrs Furness advised that they do such in other towns and during Red Arrows day all deliveries arrived by 8a.m.  It is done in Lewe and other places, there is a 10oclock bye-law that should be enforced.  
201. REPORTS FROM COUNCILLORS
Moore – Chris Lucas has confirmed bins going ahead in January and looking at seagull bags and calculating cost across whole of South Hams, not just one town.  Checks of emptying not quite what Roger wanted – has said though 3 – 4 trips per day but if road closure 2 collections due to closures.

Stevens – State of ladies loos in Salcombe do not have sanitary receptacles and thus are being flushed down toilets – Cllr. Coulson to raise.

Lidstone – At top of Bennett Road to right of Shaws Corner, noticed a building of flat roof with doors, went up a week later and now a fence has been put up.

Furness – Tor Homes lane backing on to Westvew Terrace.  Fence is broken.  Holes in road opposite Westbourne on Main Road.  Two lights still out 2 & 3 Main Road.

Clark – Asked for speed monitor that flashes as Malborough have had recently.  Ask for it on Onslow and Main Road.  Coulson says seek police support and take to HATOC.

Long – Could not attend meeting with Polly Stone and Simon Putt on Rugby field.  Will be some tree works done there some done by District and providing guidance on how to do work with out affecting trees there.

Design Panel, only one hour allocated to it considering its size it was wholly inadequate for a scheme this size to detail.  Architect said if only having one hour would have asked for end of panel so could have continued.  Questions raised around residential element and whether they expected a planning application to go in and what street scene would be like in Cliff Road and storeys etc, materials, repetition.... lot of discussion but in general terms liked the modernistic treatment of hotel but still questions about residential.   On 9th dec. Will be presented to SWest Regional Design Panel, Bristol.  In principle ok but inadequate time to discuss.  Gaynor applauded Long for going but have huge fear that applicants will come back and say that the hotel is not viable and town should be clear what they are going to say.  Bookings have been turned away.   Long said 2 architects and Richard Knowles were very enthusiastic about this but wanted to ask whether it would be appropriate to seek clarity from Marine Hotel as to the timings and intentions as to the closure of the hotel.  It is a commercial organisation and some councillors did not want to speculative questions and under mining any business or re enforce businesses.  Stevens – could ask for clarification on planning timetable.  Informal call to ask.
Tabiner – North Sands – where demolished Moult Lodge, very little work being done on site.  Gone back quite near to road, would like to ask whether they have done structural – enforcement ask to look and ensure secure.  Still to very day the road is being used as a building site and nothing been done.  County should take action.  Ring again.

Mrs Furness was asked to do something with mortuary but was instructed by someone on this council that no she the working party did not need to go and see it and asked who said this.  Policy had already been to see mortuary.  Clerk will ask for access to properties.
204. REPORTS FROM COMMITTEES AND OTHER RELEVANT MEETINGS.
Moore – South Hams Society.  Cllrs Mrs Lidstone and Moore have been attending for some time and John Chalmers has asked for them not to attend any more because they do not feel it is a good forum.  Chairman of the planning sub committee and he has asked them to attend this.
Lewis & Dilling.  Elwells meeting was extremely informative.  No commitment made but Guiness representative was streets ahead of others met with regard to Affordable Housing.  Stressed that this council would not be making any decision until a proper Housing Needs Survey was carried out and last one was 2004 and South Hams DC one is not applicable to this area due to the average price and wages used.  Guiness lady is going to fund a Salcombe Housing Needs Survey.  Hopefully to do survey to before or just after Christmas but did want surrounding areas in survey.  Shall we have Guiness trust lady to next full council meeting?   Yes invite her.

Lidstone – TIC meeting.  Bookings are up considerably for next year!  People are taking two weeks instead of one and are not going abroad.  Town Association AGM tomorrow at Cliff House and will be refreshments everyone welcome.
Furness – Regatta meeting went well and are hoping to get Red Arrows back next year.  Michael Fice new Chair.  Trying for the Sunday before or the Sunday after.... but will have to be whatever Red Arrows agree but definitely not Saturday.  If not RAF display or parachute.  Doing major fund raising as not going back to businesses as they gave money this year and have not requested this back.  Mr Edwards from Tides Reach has offered to do a ball on 12th February (Thursday) 2009.  Winking Prawn have also agreed to do a fundraiser.
