480. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST
Members declared personal or prejudicial interests, including the nature and extent of such interests that they may have in any items to be considered at this meeting

481. OPEN FORUM
One member of the public in attendance declined to speak merely attending to observe.
482. MINUTES
The Minutes of the meeting dated 14th October 2009 were approved by all councillors and duly signed by the Mayor as a true and correct record.  

The Mayor noted the formal written resignation of Cllrs Stevens and Mrs Tabiner and requested a vote of thanks to David Stevens and for his long service on the council.  He went on to offer the same vote of thanks to Gaynor Tabiner who it was noted had also put a lot into the council over the years and requested a letter of thanks be sent to both.

Hilditch – No objection to installation of windows subject to them being conservation grade and subject to the works internally being approved by the conservation officer.

However the point will be raised with the planning and conservation officers that these works were completed before the notice came out and thus the slating was in situ and therefore it could be questioned whether this type was correct and that the application should have been retrospective.
· 1777/09/F Householder application for replacement to damaged section of roof.  Replacing asbestos sheeting with slate 15a Fore Street, Salcombe, TQ8 8BU – Applicant Mrs V. Meredith – No objection.  However the point will be raised with the planning and conservation officers that these works were completed before the notice came out and thus the slating was in situ and therefore it could be questioned whether this type was correct and that the application should have been retrospective.
· 1784/09/F Householder application for alterations to front courtyard and boundary wall to provide 1 car parking space and garden area Melrose, Bonaventure Road, Salcombe TQ8 8BG – Applicant Mr S. Tibbles. – No objection.  
· 1796/09/F Householder application for car parking bay for off street parking 18 Grenville Road, Salcombe TQ8 8BJ – Applicant Mr D Basham – No objection.  The question of change to the streetscene and design was however raised noting that the two adjacent properties have done the same but due to this property running parallel with the houses it lends a change to the streetscene as is visually harsh and puts in place further impermeable surfacing together with reducing street parking due to the opening taking up two onstreet parking spaces.  It was suggested that retaining 40% of the boundary wall softens the impact.

WORK TO TREE PRESERVATION ORDER TREES

· TPO 381 (No. 19) Reg No. 2947 Site: Sunny Crag, Main Road, Salcombe Proposal: Removal of Turkey Oak    NO OBJECTION but would prefer it reduced in height and to remain as a ‘totem’ for a wildlife feature/area.
WORKS TO TREES IN A CONSERVATION AREA

· 1843/09/TCA Proposal T1 – Eucalyptus – drop crotch reduction to secondary crown.  Remove limb pushing on wall.  T2 – Silver Birch – remove small lowest limb over entrance at 2m above ground level Location - Easthorne, Devon Road, Salcombe – NO OBJECTION to small amount of work on Silver Birch.  It is noted that the works proposed to the Eucalyptus will remove one branch to reduce impact on the wall.  Town Council however would recommend that because of its close proximity to the wall and drop the other side that the tree should be felled completely as such proposed works will not solve this particular problem.  
· 1844/09/TCA Proposal T1 – Fell and replant with more appropriate species Location: The Lodge, Devon Road, Salcombe – Objection this tree had been pollarded in the past and it is felt that this should again be the course of action with the tree retained.
TREE PRESERVATION ORDER – GRANT OF CONDITIONAL CONSENT

· TPO 086 Reg. No: 2930 Site Landmark, Main Road, Salcombe Approval to remove T1 – Scots Pine.

484. DEPUTY MAYOR

Cllr Dilling PROPOSED Cllr. Mrs Furness for Deputy Mayor with Cllrs Mrs Roberto and Ms Balgalvis seconding this nomination, with all in favour.  The Declaration of Acceptance of Office will be duly signed at the next meeting.

485. CEMETERIES

The Mayor advised that as 25/30% of Town Council budgeted income goes to maintaining and running the cemeteries it was imperative that such records were organised on a computer system and new maps provided.  At present the burial costs charged are low and this item needs consideration with a view to increasing to assist ongoing expenditure.  He requested that Cllrs. Mrs Roberto and Ms Balgalvis research other authorities’ cemetery rates and that Cllrs Mrs Lidstone, Dillings, Clark and Long in the interim seek views of the community.  

This matter was DEFERRED to allow further information and quotes to be sought.

486. CIVIC LUNCH

This matter was DEFERRED pending confirmation of the times of year that such has previously been held.  To be reconsidered at next full council that all future Civic Lunches are held on the same Sunday in a month to be agreed, annually.

487. TOWN HALL
It was AGREED that the clerk obtain specialist advice and quotes on the condition and works necessary to ensure the safety and maintenance of the fabric of the Town Hall building (Internal and external).

488. GRANT

It was AGREED to give a grant of £500 towards Salcombe Christmas lights.

489. STREET LIGHTING – PART-NIGHT LIGHTING POLICY

Councillors were advised of the County intention to introduce a part-night lighting policy and after due discussion it was AGREED to seek clarification of such areas designated ‘main road’ before considering at the next meeting feed back to Cty Cllr. Sir Simon Day if there are areas of concern where it is felt part-night lighting would be inappropriate. 
490. HONOURS BOARD

It was AGREED to accept the generous offer by David Stevens and Gaynor Tabiner to gift a Citizen of the Year Board to the Town to be hung and always remain on display in the Library withinin Cliff House.

491. REPORTS FROM DISTRICT COUNCILLORS
Dist. Cllr. Carter had nothing to add at present as he was awaiting the District Full council next day.
492. REPORT FROM MAYOR
The Mayor and Cllr. Long attended the Kingsbridge and Salcombe Chamber of Commerce meeting and noted comments therein.

The Mayor went on to advise that he had met with a planning officer to discuss Town Council concerns raised with regard to an application in Forster Road and had felt that such exchange and partnership with planning was now having an impact.

He had spoken to Ian Gibson with regard to the pontoons and a proposal to swap over the visitors’ pontoon and Whitestrand pontoon to extend and give more space.  This matter is going to consultation and the Mayor noted such wish to provide more capacity.    A meeting had also taken place to discuss and consider matters raised on Park and Ride.
493. REPORTS FROM COUNCILLORS
Cllr. Mrs Lidstone – Had received a comment from a lady from Chandlers Heights who felt it was unfair that all the carers that attended this establishment have to pay for the car parking three times a day.  A suggestion put forward from the public was usage of the car park in the Health Centre.  This was felt to be a private matter but the Mayor would raise the point with Chris Lucas at District as a gesture of goodwill to such necessary service. 
She continued that there were concerns with the increasing amount of tables and chairs in Island Street and the Clerk was requested to highlight this with District again.  Another (flat roof) garage had opened as a gallery and a query was raised as to whether this is change of use?

Cllr. Mrs Roberto – Advised she had sent out the draft newsletter to councillors and if there were any comments please advise as this was going to print the following day.

Cllr Long – Walked around Salcombe with Simon Putt, Tree Officer giving input into various works and specifically works in areas of Hangar Marsh and North Sands.  He had also been invited as part of the Vanguard Review to a pre application discussion on a particular plan that Town Council and District had objected to.  All m0et on site with Malcolm Elliot and the architect and he put forward the views that Town Council had,  in the hope that new application will address previous concerns.  This meeting was held with a view to looking at having Town and Parish Councils  involved in pre application discussions, where appropriate.  Where major issues or contentious matters arose where both Town and District objected it would save such waste of time.   

Cllr. Dilling – Attended the Museum Committee and their only concern was about the increase in rent and how much grant they received.  He went on to advise of a concern around Paddock bend outside the nursery which ever since realignment had been bad from a safety aspect.
494. REPORT FROM CLERK

Councillors were advised of the following:
· Valuation Office Agency new rating from £1375 to £1900 – not amount paid but value.
· Letter dated 20th October 2009 from Salcombe Church of England Primary School offering congratulations to Town Council for achieving Quality Status.
· Copy of letter dated 20th October 2009 sent by District to Jim Knight MP expressing concern of District and all towns on the announced changes in Business Rateable Value in the South West and its effect thereon.

· Town Clerk and Cllr. Long met with Woodland Trust and residents to discuss ongoing maintenance and care of Woodland.  Input was most constructive but due to the terrain and obvious Health and Safety concerns for workers any volunteer help is not felt prudent.  The residents are to liaise with neighbours and further open and helpful discussions will take place.

· Letter dated 9th October 2009 from Gregory Borne of University of Plymouth expressing ‘sincere gratitude’ to Salcombe Town Councillors for taking part in the sustainable community research.  Such work has now been recognised internationally by the United Nations and the University of Plymouth has chosen this project as its research project of the year.

· Email dated 26th October 2009 from Ian Gibson Harbourmaster enquiring why the Park and Ride was not operating during half term.

· Two quotes received for consideration with regard to two completely different packages for collating and operating cemeteries.  To be considered and returned to full council.

· Letter dated 25th October 2009 from Cliff House Trust acknowledging receipt of the £250 grant.

· Parish Paths Partnership letter together with notification of Workshop dates and documentation for end of year summary.

· Letter dated 28th October 2009 from Leader of the Council John Tucker advising of two events to be held by DAPC with regard to Devolved Services.
· Notification from Fire and Rescue Authority of draft Corporate Plan together with commitment to undertake public consultation.  Advised councillors of on-line survey, consultation closes on 4th January 2010.

· Copy of Department of Communities and Local Government response to the making and enforcement of byelaws.
· Request by Ken Carter to meet with Town Council to consider public space manager and maintenance.  Councillors will have a Working Party meeting at 5p.m. Monday 2nd November  to consider the information put forward and respond to Ken Carter.
· Notification received from a resident that a barricade had been built across St. Dunstans and a den found further up, youngsters it is believed.  The signs ‘Private – No Parking’ and ‘No Dumping’ have been pulled down and thus resident has removed them to his property for Health and Safety and for safe keeping.  Also a 20ft iron bar was found, a small bonfire and tree branches ripped off.  Clerk advised that she will have someone come in to erect these signs and have the area checked.
